39.1 An Abnormally Low Tender is one where the Tender price, in combination with other elements of
the Tender, appears so low that it raises material concerns as to the capability of the Tenderer in
regards to the Tenderer's ability tonp@m the Contract for the offered Tender Price or that genuine
competition between Tenderers is compromised.

39.2 In the event of idengication of a potentially Abnormally Low Tender, the Procuring Entity shall
seek written clarycations from the Tenderer, iheding detailed price analyses of its Tender price in
relation to the subject matter of the contract, scope, proposed methodology, schedule, allocation of
risks and responsibilities and any other requirements of the Tender document.

39.3 After evaluation of therice analyses, in the event that the Procuring Entity determines that the
Tenderer has failed to demonstrate its capability to perform the Contract for the offered Tender
Price, the Procuring Entity shall reject the Tender.

39. AbnormallyHighTenders

40.1 An abrormally high price is one where the tender price, in combination with other constituent
elements of the Tender, appears unreasonably too high to the extent that the Procuring Entity is
concerned that it (the Procuring Entity) may not be getting value faney or it may be paying too
high a price for the contract compared with market prices or that genuine competition between
Tenderers is compromised.

0] All material containing more than 5% by weight or organic matter
(such as topsoil, material from swamps, mud, logs, gisrand other

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Subgrade: Shall mean upper 300mm of earthworks either insitu or in fill and
subgrade shall be provided for as part of earthworks operation and payment shall be
made as ofill 6. The materi al for subagr
measured after a 4 day soak in a laboratory mix compacted to a dry density of 100%
MDD (AASHTO T99) and a swell of less than 1%.

Subgrade repair: Where directed by the Engineer, any localized failure in the
subgrade shall be repaired by filling in selectsaft, hard or natural of minimum CBR
30% and compacted in accordance with clauses in the specifications applying to
normal subgrade.

Embankment repair:Where directed by the Engineer, any localized filling in soft,
hard or natural; selected material reqeiments shall be executed in accordance with
Clause 505.

508 COMPACTION OF EARTHWORKS

At pipe culverts, all fill above ground level around the culverts shall be compacted to
density of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) up to the level of the top of the pipes @ftop
the surround(s), if any and for a width equal to the internal diameter of the pipe on
either side of the pipe(s) or surround(s) as applicable.

At locations adjacent to structures, all fill above ground level upto the underside of
the subgrade shall beompacted to density of 105% MDD (AASHTO T.99). In case of
fill around box culverts this should be carried out for the full width of the fill and for
a length bounded by the vertical plane passing through the ends of the wingwalls.

Notwithstanding the povision of clause 503 of the standard Specification,
Compaction of subgrade material (i.e. material immediately below formation) in cut
areas shall not be carried out by the contractor in areas where the formation is formed
in hard material, unless speadifiinstructions to the contrary are issued by the
Engineer.

Where improved subgrade material shall be required, this shall be compacted and
finished to the same standards and tolerances as those required for normal subgrade
and clauses in the specificatis applying to normal subgrade shall also apply.

511 BORROW PITS
The first part of the Standard Specification is amended as follows:
Fill material which is required in addition to that provided by excavation shall be
obtained from borrow pits to be lated and provided by the Contractor but to the
approval of the Engineer contrary to what has been stated.

517 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT
Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 517 of the standard specifications, the rate
for compaction of fill in softmaterial shall allow for the requirements of clause 508

of the special specification and no extra payment shall be made for compaction
around pipe culverts (100% MDD AASHTO T.99).

SECTION 6 QUARRIES, BORROW PITS, STOCKPILES AND SPOIL AREAS
GENERA

Notwithstanding any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification the
Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land for quarries, borrow pits,
stockpiles and spoil areas, except for those areas in road reserves specifically
approved by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of materials
complying with the Standard and Special Specifications, and for the procurement,
Wining, haulage to site of these materials and all costs involved the&milarly the
contractor will be responsible for the provision and costs involved in providing
suitable areas for stockpiling materials and spoil dumps. Should there be suitable sites
for spoil dumps or stockpiles within the road reserve forming the sftthe works the
Contractor may utilise these subject to the approval of the Engineer.

No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to cover costs arising from the
requirements for this Clause and the Contractor must include these costs intibe ra
inserted into the Bills of Quantities.

MATERIAL SITES

The information on possible material sites is given for the general guidance of bidders.
Bidders are however advised to conduct their own investigation as the information
contained therein isieither guaranteed nor warranted

PROVISION OF LAND

Notwithstanding any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification the
Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land for quarries, borrow pits,
stockpiles and spoil areagxcept for those areas in road reserves specifically
approved by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of materials
complying with the Standard and Special Specifications, and for the procurement,
Wining, haulageto site of these materials and all costs involved therein. Similarly the
contractor will be responsible for the provision and costs involved in providing
suitable areas for stockpiling materials and spoil dumps. Should there be suitable sites
for spoil dunps or stockpiles within the road reserve forming the site of the works the
Contractor may utilise these subject to the approval of the Engineer.

No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to cover costs arising from the
requirements for this Clase and the Contractor must include these costs in the rates
inserted into the Bills of Quantities.

SECTION 7 EXCAVATION AND FILLING FOR STRUCTURES

EXCAVATION OF FOUNDATIONS FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engineer, all excavated surfaces in material other
than hard material, on which foundatias for structures shall be placed, shall be
compacted to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) immediately before structures are
constructed.

Paragraph 4, last line: Replace "95%" with "100%".
BACKFILLING FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engeme all backfilling material shall be
compacted to a minimum of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99).

EXCAVATIONS FOR RIVER TRAINING AND NEW WATER COURSES

Payments for river training and establishment of new watercourses shall only be made
where such workconstitute permanent works. Works done for road deviation or
other temporary works shall not qualify for payment.

STONE PITCHING

Stone pitching to drains, inlets and outlets of culverts to embankments and around
structure shall consist of sound unathered rock approved by the Engineer.

The stone as dressed shall be roughly cubical in shape with minimum dimensions of
150 x 150mm for normal thickness of stone pitching.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slopthand
stone laid, interlocked and rammed into the material to give an even finished surface.

In areas where stone pitching has been damaged, the Contractor shall identify such
areas and notify the Engineer for his agreement of the extent of the Works esdjuir
and his approval and instructions to proceed with the Works. Stone Pitching Repair
and Reconstruction shall be carried out in accordance with Clause 710 of the
Standard Specifications.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged stone pitching r@ednstruction

of the said areas in accordance with Clause 710 of the Standard Specifications by use
of the sound salvaged material together with any necessary additional material where
all such materials shall comply with Section 7 of the Standard Sigatidns.

Contrary to clause 713 of the standard specifications, the rates inserted for stone
pitching shall allow for grouting.

GABIONS

Where instructed by the Engineer the Contractor will install gabions as protection
works to washout areas or lilge Piers and or Abutments. Gabions shall be
constructed in accordance with Clause 711 of the Standard Specification.

| n cases where existing gabions have been damaged, the Contractor shall identify
them and notify the Engineer for his agreement of #adent of the Work required
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and his approval and instructions to proceed with the Works.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged gabions / rocks, excavation to the
correct levels and grades as directed by the Engineer, and in accordance with Clause
711 of the Standard Specifications and reconstruction with new gabions and other
necessary materials as necessary. The damaged gabions shall be recovered and
transported to the nearest KURAG®S Yard

712 RIRRAP PROTECTIGNORK

Quarry waste or similar approved material shall be used to backfill scoured and
eroded side, outfall and cuff drain. The material shall be compacted to form a flat
or curved surface preparatory to stone [pitching of drainage channels, existing and
new scour checks as directed by the Engineer.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slope and the
stone hand laid, interlocked and rammed into the material to give an even finished
surface. The interstices of the Pitchispall be rammed with insitu material. The
insitu material immediately behind the pitching shall be compacted to minimum
density of 100% MDD compaction (AASHTO T.99)

714 BACKFILL BELOW STRUCTRURES

Where instructed this shall be carried out in compliancetlwthe requirements of
Clause 507 and 804 of the Standard Specification.

SECTION 8 CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS
SCOPE OF SECTION

The operations specified in this section apply to the installation of drainage works and
reinstatement and improvemeimif the same.

In addition, this Section covers:

- Extending of existing 450mm, 600mm and 900mm diameter pipes to be
compatible with the increased road width or access.

- Desilting and cleaning of existing pipes and outfall drains to make them free
flowing.

EXCAVATION FOR CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS
In the Standard Specifications, make the following amendments:

(a) In paragraph 6, line 3, and in paragraph 7, line 5 and in paragraph 11, line
6, delete "95%" and insert "100%".

(b) Removal of Existing Pipe Culverts

Where instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall excavate and remove
all existing blocked or collapsed culvert pipes of 450mm, 600mm and 900mm
diameter including concrete surround, bedding, inlet and outlet struetu

The void left after removal of culvert pipes shall be widened as necessary to
accommodate new concrete bedding, pipe and haunching.

The payment of this work shall be per linear metre of pipes removed, and the
volume in n? of inlet/outlet structure renoved. The void left by removal of
these pipes shall be carefully preserved in order to accommodate replacement
of 450mm, 600mm or 900mm diameter pipe culverts as shall be directed by
the Engineer.

(c) Removal of Other Existing Drainage Structures
When instruded by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demolish or remove
any other structure and payment for this shall be made on day work basis.
(d) Excavation for Culverts and Drainage Works
The Contractor shall carry out all excavations for new culverts and drainage

works to the lines, levels, inclinations, and dimensions shown on the drawings
or as instructed by the Engineer.

EXCAVATION IN HARD MATERIAL

In the Standard Specifications, Salauses 805(a) and 805 (b) delete "95%" and
insert "100%".

In sub-clause 809(a), paragraph 1, line 1, substitute "95%" with "100%".

In sub-clause 809(c), paragraph 2, line 4, between the words "compacted” and "and
shaped" insert the words "to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99)".

Hard material is material that can be excavatealy after blasting with explosives or
barring and wedging or the use of a mechanical breaker fitted with a rock point in
good condition and operated correctly. Boulders of more than G.8oturring in soft
material shall be classified as hard material.

BEDDING AND LAYING OF PIPE CULVERTS

Concrete pipes shall be laid on a 150mm thick concrete bed of class 15/20 and the
pipes shall be bedded on a 1:3 cement: sand mortar at least 50mm thick, 150mm wide
and extending the full length of the barrel.

Therates inserted shall allow for compaction of the bottom of excavation to 100%
MDD (AASHTO T.99).

JOINTING CONCRETE PIPES

The concrete pipes for the culverts shall have ogee joints and will be jointed by 1:2
cement: sand mortar and provided with I#ts on the outside as described in clause
810 of the Standard Specification.

BACKFILLING OVER PIPE CULVERTS

In the Standard Specifications, clause 812

a) Wherever the expression "dry density of 95% MDD (AASHTO T. 99)" occurs
delete and replacwith "dry density of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99)".

The rates entered for laying of pipe culverts shall allow for backfilling to pipe
culverts and compacting to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) and these works shall not
be measured and paid for separately.

SUBSOIDRAINS

In the event of excavation for repairs exposing local seepage, springs or unacceptably
high water table, the Engineer may instruct the provision of counter fort or French
drains.

These drains shall consist of a trench excavated to the alignmadth, depth and
gradient instructed by the Engineer, and backfilled with approved compacted clean
hard crushed rock material as specified in clause 815 of the standard specification.
Where these drains lie within the carriageway the carriageway shall biestated

with compacted stabilised gravel and surfaced with hot asphalt or a surface dressing
as instructed by the Engineer.

INVERT BLOCK DRAINS AND HALF ROUND CHANNELS

Invert Block Drains and Half Round Channels shall be constructed as siowe
drawings provided in accordance with the Standard Specifications where directed by
the Engineer.

817.1 Cleaning and Repair of Existing Drains

In areas of existing side drains, mitre or outfall drains where such are blocted,
Engineer shall instruct the Contractor to clean and clear the drains to free flowing
condition.

The work shall consist of:

(@) Stripping and removal of any extraneous material to spoil including
vegetation and roots in the drains to the satisfactodrthe engineer.

(b) Spreading of any spoil to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

Shaping the drains to free flowing condition as directed by the Engineer.

Removing any broken side slabs for inverted block drains and replacing with a new
removing any bré&en inverted block drains and replacing with a new one well
jointed.

Measurement and Payment for cleaning drains shall be by linear metre of drain
cleaned measured as the product of plan area and vertical depth of extraneous
material instructed to be rem@d. No extra payment will be made for removal of
vegetation and roots.

817.2 Channels

The Engineer may instruct that the Contractor provides open channels in place of
existing subdrains where the latter may be damaged or in any other place. The rates
entered by the Contractor in the bills of quantities must include for removal and
disposal of any subdrain material, excavation to line and level, backfilling and
compaction as directed by the engineer. The channels shall be constructed of precast
class 2020 concrete of minimum 80mm thickness and lengths or widths not
exceeding 1000mm. Joints shall be at least 15mm wide filled with 1:2 cement sand
mortar.

817.3 Rubble fills for protection work
Quarry waste or similar approved material shall be used axlbfill scoured and
eroded side, outfall and cubff drains. The material shall be compacted to form a flat
or curved surface preparatory to stone pitching of drainage channels, existing and
new scour checks as directed by the Engineer.

817.4 Stone Pitlsing

Stone pitching shall be constructed in accordance with clause 710 of the standard
Specification.

817.5 Gabions

Gabions shall be constructed in accordance with clause 711 of the standard
Specification.

817.6 Spoil Material

The Contractor shabe responsible for removal from site of all materials excavated

in the course of undertaking works in this section of the specifications, unless suitable
for re-use, and deposit of the material in a spoil dump to be approved by the Engineer.

SCOURCHECKS

Scour checks are to be constructed in mass concrete in accordance with clause 818
of the standard Specifications and the drawings as shall be provided.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Desilting of Pipe Culverts

Where instructed, Contractoshall desilt the existing pipe culverts by removing all
the material from the pipe to make them clean and free flowing.

Measurement and payment shall be by the linear metres of pipesitésl, regardless
of diameter size.
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
