All duties,taxes,and other leviespayabk by the Contractorunder the Contract,or for any other
causeasof the date28 daysprior to the deadlinefor submissionof Tendersshall beincludedin
the ratesand pricesand the total TenderPricesubmittedby the Tenderer.

Currenciesof Tenderand Payment

Thecurrency (ies) of the Tenderand the currency (ies) of paymentsshall be the sameand shall be
asspecyedin the TDS.

Tendereranay berequired by the Procuring Entity to justify, to the Procuring Entity'ssatisfaction,

their foreign currency requirements, and to substantiate that the amounts shown in the Summary
of Payment Currency Schedule, in which casaletailed breakdown of the foreign currency
requirements shall be provided by Tenderers.

Tenderersshall be askedto provide, as part of the data for qualiycation, such information,
including details of ownership, as shall be required twetermine whether, according to the
classycation established by the Procuririgntity, a particular contractor or group of contractors
qualiyes for a margin of preference.Further the information will enablethe Procuring Entity
identify any actual or potential conpict of interestin relation to the procurement and/or contract
management processes, or a possibility of collusion between tenderers, and thetgbyprevent
any corrupt inpuencein relation to the procurementprocesr contractmanagemat.

36.4 Anindividual yrm is considereda Kenyantendererfor purposesf the margin of preferenceif it is
registeredin Kenya,hasmorethan 51 percentownershipby nationalsof Kenya,andif it doesnot
subcontractmore than 10 percentof the contract price, excluding provisional sums,to foreign
contractors.JVsare consideredasKenyan Tenderer and eligible for domestic preference only if the
individual memberyrms are registered in Kenya or haweore than 51 percentownership by
nationalsof Kenya,andthe JVshallberegisteredn Kenya.TheJVshallnot subcontractmore than
10 percentof the contractprice, excluding provisionalsums,to foreign yrms.
