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SECTION I: INSTRUCTIONS TO TENDERERS 

A General Provisions 

1. Scope of Tender 

1.1 The Procuring Entity as deýned in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract invites tenders for Works 
Contract as described in the tender documents. The name, identiýcation, and number of lots 
(contracts) of this Tender Document are speciýed in the TDS. 

2. Fraud and Corruption 

2.1 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Public Procurement and Asset 
Disposal Act, 2015, Section 62 òDeclaration not to engage in corruptionó. The tender submitted by 
a person shall include a declaration that the person shall not engage in any corrupt or fraudulent 
practice and a declaration that the person or his or her sub-contractors are not debarred from 
participating in public procurement proceedings. 

2.2 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the Competition Act 2010, regarding 
collusive practices in contracting. Any tenderer found to have engaged in collusive conduct shall be 
disqualiýed and criminal and/or  civil sanctions may be imposed. To this effect, Tenders shall be 
required to complete and sign the òCertiýcate of Independent Tender Determinationó annexed to the 
Form of Tender. 

2.3 Unfair Competitive Advantage - Fairness and transparency in the tender process require that the 
ýrms or their Afýliates competing for a speciýc assignment do not derive a competitive advantage 
from having provided consulting services related to this tender. To that end, the Procuring Entity shall 
indicate in the Data Sheet and make available to all the ýrms together with this tender document all 
information that would in that respect give such ýrm any unfair competitive advantage over 
competing ýrms. 

2.4 Unfair Competitive Advantage -Fairness and transparency in the tender process require that the 
Firms or their Afýliates competing for a speciýc assignment do not derive a competitive advantage 
from having provided consulting services related to this tender being tendered for. The Procuring 
Entity shall indicate in the TDS ýrms (if any) that provided consulting services for the contract being 
tendered for. The Procuring Entity shall check whether the owners or controllers of the Tenderer are 
same as those that provided consulting services. The Procuring Entity shall, upon request, make 
available to any tenderer information that would give such ýrm unfair competitive advantage over 
competing ýrms. 

3. Eligible Tenderers 

3.1 A Tenderer may be a ýrm that is a private entity, a state-owned enterprise or institution subject to ITT 
3.7 or any combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture (JV) under an existing agreement 
or with the intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a letter of intent. Public employees and 
their close relatives (spouses, children, brothers, sisters and uncles and aunts) are not eligible to 
participate in the tender. In the case of a joint venture, all members shall be jointly and severally liable 
for the execution of the entire Contract in accordance with the Contract terms. The JV shall nominate 
a Representative who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all 
the members of the JV during the tendering process and, in the event the JV is awarded the Contract, 
during contract execution. The maximum number of JV members shall be speciýed in the TDS. 

3.2 Public Ofýcers of the Procuring Entity, their Spouses, Child, Parent, Brothers or Sister. Child, Parent, 
Brother or Sister of a Spouse, their business associates or agents and ýrms/organizations in which they 
have a substantial or controlling interest shall not be eligible to tender or be awarded a contract. Public 
Ofýcers are also not allowed to participate in any procurement proceedings. 
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3.3 A Tenderer shall not have a conþict of interest. Any tenderer found to have a conþict of interest shall 
be disqualiýed. A tenderer may be considered to have a conþict of interest for the purpose of this 
tendering process, if the tenderer: 

a) Directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by or is under common control with another tenderer; 
or 

b) Receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from another tenderer; or 

c) Has the same legal representative as another tenderer; or 

d) Has a relationship with another tenderer, directly or through common third parties, that puts it 
in a position to inþuence the tender of another tenderer, or inþuence the decisions of the 
Procuring Entity regarding this tendering process; or 

e) Any of its afýliates participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical 
speciýcations of the works that are the subject of the tender; or 

f) any of its afýliates has been hired (or is proposed to be hired) by the Procuring Entity as Engineer 
for the Contract implementation; or 

g) Would be providing goods, works, or non-consulting services resulting from or directly related 
to consulting services for the preparation or implementation of the contract speciýed in this 
Tender Document or 

h) Has a close business or family relationship with a professional staff of the Procuring Entity who: 

i) are directly or indirectly involved in the preparation of the Tender document or 
speciýcations of the Contract, and/or  the Tender evaluation process of such contract; or 

 

ii)  would be involved in the implementation or supervision of such Contract unless the 
conþict stemming from such relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to the 
Procuring Entity throughout the tendering process and execution of the Contract. 

3.4 A tenderer shall not be involved in corrupt, coercive, obstructive, collusive or fraudulent practice. A 
tenderer that is proven to have been involved any of these practices shall be automatically disqualiýed. 

3.5 A Tenderer (either individually or as a JV member) shall not participate in more than one Tender, 
except for permitted alternative tenders. This includes participation as a subcontractor in other 
Tenders. Such participation shall result in the disqualiýcation of all Tenders in which the ýrm is 
involved. A ýrm that is not a tenderer or a JV member may participate as a subcontractor in more than 
one tender. Members of a joint venture may not also make an individual tender, be a subcontractor 
in a separate tender or be part of another joint venture for the purposes of the same Tender. 

3.6 A Tenderer may have the nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions pursuant to ITT 4.8.A 
Tenderer shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if  the Tenderer is constituted, 
incorporated or registered in and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that 
country, as evidenced by its articles of incorporation (or equivalent documents of constitution or 
association) and its registration documents, as the case may be. This criterion also shall apply to the 
determination of the nationality of proposed subcontractors or sub- consultants for any part of the 
Contract including related Services. 

3.7 Tenderer that has been debarred from participating in public procurement shall be ineligible to 
tender or be awarded a contract. The list of debarred ýrms and individuals is available from the 
website of PPRA www.ppra.go.ke. 

3.8 Tenderers that are state-owned enterprises or institutions may be eligible to compete and be awarded 
a Contract(s) only if they are accredited by PPRA to be (i) a legal public entity of the state Government 
and/or public administration, (ii)  ýnancially autonomous and not receiving any signiýcant subsidies 
or budget support from any public entity or Government, and (iii)  operating under commercial law 
and vested with legal rights and liabilities similar to any commercial enterprise to enable it compete 
with ýrms in the private sector on an equal basis.

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3.9 A Firms and individuals may be ineligible if their countries of origin (a) as a matter of law or ofýcial 
regulations, Kenya prohibits commercial relations with that country, or (b) by an act of compliance 
with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the 
United Nations, Kenya prohibits any import of goods or contracting of works or services from that 
country, or any payments to any country, person, or entity in that country. A tenderer shall provide 
such documentary evidence of eligibility satisfactory to the Procuring Entity, as the Procuring Entity 
shall reasonably request. 

3.10 Foreign tenderers are required to source at least forty (40%) percent of their contract inputs 
(in supplies, subcontracts and labor) from national suppliers and contractors. To this end, a foreign 
tenderer shall provide in its tender documentary evidence that this requirement is met. Foreign 
tenderers not meeting this criterion will be automatically disqualiýed. Information required to enable 
the Procuring Entity determine if this condition is met shall be provided in for this purpose is be 
provided in òSECTION III - EVALUATION AND QUALIFICATION CRITERIA, Item 9ó. 

3.11 Pursuant to the eligibility requirements of ITT 4.10, a tender is considered a foreign tenderer, 
if the tenderer is not registered in Kenya or if the tenderer is registered in Kenya and has less than 51 
percent ownership by Kenyan Citizens. JVs are considered as foreign tenderers if the individual 
member ýrms are not registered in Kenya or if are registered in Kenya and have less than 51 percent 
ownership by Kenyan citizens. The JV shall not subcontract to foreign ýrms more than 10 percent of the 
contract price, excluding provisional sums. 

3.12 The National Construction Authority Act of Kenya requires that all local and foreign 
contractors be registered with the National Construction Authority and be issued with a Registration 
Certiýcate before they can undertake any construction works in Kenya. Registration shall not be a 
condition for tender, but it shall be a condition of contract award and signature. A selected tenderer 
shall be given opportunity to register before such award and signature of contract. Application for 
registration with National Construction Authority may be accessed from the website www.nca.go.ke. 

3.13 The Competition Act of Kenya requires that ýrms wishing to tender as Joint Venture 
undertakings which may prevent, distort or lessen competition in provision of services are prohibited 
unless they are exempt in accordance with the provisions of Section 25 of the Competition Act, 2010. 
JVs will be required to seek for exemption from the Competition Authority. Exemption shall not be a 
condition for tender, but it shall be a condition of contract award and signature. A JV tenderer shall be 
given opportunity to seek such exemption as a condition of award and signature of contract. 
Application for exemption from the Competition Authority of Kenya may be accessed from the website 
www.cak.go.ke 

3.14 A Kenyan tenderer shall provide evidence of having fulýlled his/her tax obligations by 
producing a valid tax clearance certiýcate or tax exemption certiýcate issued by the Kenya Revenue 
Authority. 

 
4. Eligible Goods, Equipment, and Services 

4.1 Goods, equipment and services to be supplied under the Contract may have their origin in any country 
that is not eligible under ITT 3.9. At the Procuring Entity's request, Tenderers may be required to provide 
evidence of the origin of Goods, equipment and services. 

4.2 Any goods, works and production processes with characteristics that have been declared by the relevant 
national environmental protection agency or by other competent authority as harmful to human beings 
and to the environment shall not be eligible for procurement. 

5. Tenderer's Responsibilities 

5.1 The tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of his/her tender, and 
the Procuring Entity will in no case be responsible or liable for those costs. 

5.2 The tenderer, at the tenderer's own responsibility and risk, is encouraged to visit and examine the Site

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of the Works and its surroundings, and obtain all information that may be necessary for preparing the 
tender and entering into a contract for construction of the Works. The costs of visiting the Site shall be 
at the tenderer's own expense. 

5.3 The Tenderer and any of its personnel or agents will be granted permission by the Procuring Entity to 
enter upon its premises and lands for the purpose of such visit. The Tenderer shall indemnify the 
Procuring Entity against all liability arising from death or personal injury, loss of or damage to property, 
and any other losses and expenses incurred as a result of the inspection. 

5.4 The tenderer shall provide in the Form of Tender and Qualiýcation Information, a preliminary 
description of the proposed work method and schedule, including charts, as necessary or required.

6.1 The tender document consists of Parts 1, 2, and 3, which includes all the sections speciýed below, and 
which should be read in conjunction with any Addenda issued in accordance with ITT 8.

6.2 The Invitation to Tender Document (ITT) issued by the Procuring Entity is not part of the Contract 
documents. 

6.3 Unless obtained directly from the Procuring Entity, the Procuring Entity is not responsible for the 
completeness of the Tender document, responses to requests for clariýcation, the minutes of the pre-
Tender meeting (if  any), or Addenda to the Tender document in accordance with ITT 8. In case of any 
contradiction, documents obtained directly from the Procuring Entity shall prevail. 

 The Tenderer is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms, and speciýcations in the Tender 
Document and to furnish with its Tender all information and documentation as is required by the 
Tender document. 

7. Site Visit 

7.1 The Tenderer, at the Tenderer's own responsibility and risk, is encouraged to visit and examine and 
inspect the Site of the Required Services and its surroundings and obtain all information that may be 
necessary for preparing the Tender and entering into a contract for the Services. The costs of visiting the Site 
shall be at the Tenderer's own expense. 
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8. Pre-Tender Meeting 

8.1 There shall be no organized site visits. Bidders are however required to appraise themselves with the 
site conditions before bidding and complete the certificate of Tendererõs site visit. 

9. Clariýcation and amendments of Tender Documents 

9.1 A Tenderer requiring any clariýcation of the Tender Document shall contact the Procuring Entity in 

writing  at the Procuring Entity's address speciýed in the TDS or raise its enquiries during the pre-Tender 
meeting and the pre- arranged pretender visit of the site of the works if provided for in accordance with 
ITT 8.4. The Procuring Entity will respond in writing to any request for clariýcation, provided that such 

request is received no later than the period speciýed in the TDS prior to the deadline for submission of 
tenders. The Procuring Entity shall forward copies of its response to all tenderers who have acquired 
the Tender Documents in accordance with ITT 6.3, including a description of the inquiry but without 
identifying its source. If speciýed in the TDS, the Procuring Entity shall also promptly publish its 

response at the web page identiýed in the TDS. Should the clariýcation result in changes to the essential 
elements of the Tender Documents, the Procuring Entity shall amend the Tender Documents 
appropriately following the procedure under ITT 8.4. 

10. Amendment of Tendering Document 

10.1 At any time prior to the deadline for submission of Tenders, the Procuring Entity may amend the 
Tendering document by issuing addenda. 

10.2 Any addendum issued shall be part of the tendering document and shall be communicated in writing 
to all who have obtained the tendering document from the Procuring Entity in accordance with ITT 
6.3. The Procuring Entity shall also promptly publish the addendum on the Procuring Entity's web 
page in accordance with ITT 8.4. 

10.3 To give prospective Tenderers reasonable time in which to take an addendum into account in 
preparing their Tenders, the Procuring Entity shall extend, as necessary, the deadline for submission 
of Tenders, in accordance with ITT 25.2 below. 

 
C. Preparation of Tenders 

11. Cost of Tendering 

11.1 The Tenderer shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of its Tender, and the 
Procuring Entity shall not be responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome 
of the tendering process. 

12. Language of Tender 

12.1 The Tender, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to the tender exchanged by the 
tenderer and the Procuring Entity, shall be written in the English Language. Supporting documents and 
printed literature that are part of the Tender may be in another language provided they are 
accompanied by an accurate and notarized translation of the relevant passages into the English 
Language, in which case, for purposes of interpretation of the Tender, such translation shall govern. 

13. Documents Comprising the Tender 

13.1 The Tender shall comprise the following: 

a) Form of Tender prepared in accordance with ITT 14; 

b) Schedules including priced Bill of Quantities, completed in accordance with ITT 14 and ITT 16; 

c) Tender Security or Tender-Securing Declaration, in accordance with ITT 21.1; 

d) Alternative Tender, if  permissible, in accordance with ITT 15; 
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e) Authorization: written conýrmation authorizing the signatory of the Tender to commit the 
Tenderer, in accordance with ITT 22.3; 

f) Qualiýcations: documentary evidence in accordance with ITT 19establishing the Tenderer's 
qualiýcations to perform the Contract if its Tender is accepted; 

g) Conformity: a technical proposal in accordance with ITT 18; 

h) Any other document required in the TDS. 

13.2 In addition to the requirements under ITT 11.1, Tenders submitted by a JV shall include a copy of the 
Joint Venture Agreement entered into by all members. Alternatively, a letter of intent to execute a Joint 
Venture Agreement in the event of a successful Tender shall be signed by all members and submitted 
with the Tender, together with a copy of the proposed Agreement. The Tenderer shall chronologically 
serialize pages of all tender documents submitted. 

13.3 The Tenderer shall furnish in the Form of Tender information on commissions and gratuities, if any, 
paid or to be paid to agents or any other party relating to this Tender. 

14. Form of Tender and Schedules 

14.1 The Form of Tender and Schedules, including the Bill of Quantities, shall be prepared using the 
relevant forms furnished in Section IV, Tendering Forms. The forms must be completed without any 
alterations to the text, and no substitutes shall be accepted except as provided under ITT 20.3. All blank 
spaces shall be ýlled in with the information requested. 

15. Alternative Tenders 

15.1 Unless otherwise speciýed in the TDS, alternative Tenders shall not be considered. 

15.2 When alternative times for completion are explicitly invited, a statement to that effect will be 
included in the TDS, and the method of evaluating different alternative times for completion will be 
described in Section III, Evaluation and Qualiýcation Criteria. 

15.3 Except as provided under ITT 13.4 below, Tenderers wishing to offer technical alternatives to the 
requirements of the Tender Documents must ýrst price the Procuring Entity's design as described in 
the Tender Documents and shall further provide all information necessary for a complete evaluation 
of the alternative by the Procuring Entity, including drawings, design calculations, technical 
speciýcations, breakdown of prices, and proposed construction methodology and other relevant 
details. Only the technical alternatives, if any, of the Tenderer with the Winning Tender conforming 
to the basic technical requirements shall be considered by the Procuring Entity. When speciýed in the 

TDS, Tenderers are permitted to submit alternative technical solutions for speciýed parts of the Works, 

and such parts will be identiýed in the TDS, as will the method for their evaluating, and described in 
Section VII, Works' Requirements. 

16. Tender Prices and Discounts 

16.1 The prices and discounts (including any price reduction) quoted by the Tenderer in the Form of Tender 
and in the Bill of Quantities shall conform to the requirements speciýed below. 

16.2 The Tenderer shall ýll in rates and prices for all items of the Works described in the Bill of Quantities. 
Items against which no rate or price is entered by the Tenderer shall be deemed covered by the rates 
for other items in the Bill of Quantities and will not be paid for separately by the Procuring Entity. An 
item not listed in the priced Bill of Quantities shall be assumed to be not included in the Tender, and 
provided that the Tender is determined substantially responsive notwithstanding this omission, the 
average price of the item quoted by substantially responsive Tenderers will be added to the Tender 
price and the equivalent total cost of the Tender so determined will be used for price comparison. 

16.3 The price to be quoted in the Form of Tender, in accordance with ITT 14.1, shall be the total price of 
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the Tender, including any discounts offered. 

16.4 The Tenderer shall quote any discounts and the methodology for their application in the Form of 
Tender, in accordance with ITT 14.1. 

16.5 It will be speciýed in the TDS if the rates and prices quoted by the Tenderer are or are not subject to 
adjustment during the performance of the Contract in accordance with the provisions of the Conditions 
of Contract, except in cases where the contract is subject to þuctuations and adjustments, not ýxed 
price. In such a case, the Tenderer shall furnish the indices and weightings for the price adjustment 
formulae in the Schedule of Adjustment Data and the Procuring Entity may require the Tenderer to 
justify its proposed indices and weightings. 

16.6 Where tenders are being invited for individual lots (contracts)or for any combination of lots 
(packages), tenderers wishing to offer discounts for the award of more than one Contract shall specify 
in their Tender the price reductions applicable to each package, or alternatively, to individual 
Contracts within the package. Discounts shall be submitted in accordance with ITT 16.4, provided the 
Tenders for all lots (contracts) are opened at the same time. 

16.7 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor under the Contract, or for any other 
cause, as of the date 30 days prior to the deadline for submission of Tenders, shall be included in the 
rates and prices and the total Tender Price submitted by the Tenderer. 

17. Currencies of Tender and Payment 

17.1 Tenderers shall quote entirely in Kenya Shillings. The unit rates and the prices shall be quoted by the 
Tenderer in the Bill of Quantities, entirely in Kenya shillings. A Tenderer expecting to incur expenditures 
in other currencies for inputs to the Works supplied from outside Kenya shall device own ways of 
getting foreign currency to meet those expenditures. 

18. Documents Comprising the Technical Proposal 

18.1 The Tenderer shall furnish a technical proposal including a statement of work methods, equipment, 
personnel, schedule and any other information as stipulated in Section IV, Tender Forms, in sufýcient 
detail to demonstrate the adequacy of the Tenderer's proposal to meet the work's requirements and the 
completion time. 

19. Documents Establishing the Eligibility and Qualiýcations of the Tenderer 

19.1 Tenderers shall complete the Form of Tender, included in Section IV, Tender Forms, to establish 
Tenderer's eligibility in accordance with ITT 4. 

19.2 In accordance with Section III, Evaluation and Qualiýcation Criteria, to establish its qualiýcations to 
perform the Contract the Tenderer shall provide the information requested in the corresponding 
information sheets included in Section IV, Tender Forms. 

19.3 A margin of preference will  not be allowed. Preference and reservations will  be allowed, individually 
or in joint ventures. Applying for eligibility for Preference and reservations shall supply all information 
required to satisfy the criteria for eligibility speciýed in accordance with ITT 33.1. 

19.4 Tenderers shall be asked to provide, as part of the data for qualiýcation, such information, including 

details of ownership, as shall be required to determine whether, according to the classiýcation 

established by the Procuring Entity, a contractor or group of contractorsõ qualiýes for a margin of 
preference. Further the information will enable the Procuring Entity identify any actual or potential 
conþict of interest in relation to the procurement and/or contract management processes, or a 

possibility of collusion between tenderers, and thereby help to prevent any corrupt inþuence in relation 
to the procurement process or contract management. 
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19.5 The purpose of the information described in ITT 19.4 above overrides any claims to conýdentiality 

which a tenderer may have. There can be no circumstances in which it would be justiýed for a tenderer 

to keep information relating to its ownership and control conýdential where it is tendering to 

undertake public sector work and receive public sector funds. Thus, conýdentiality will not be accepted 

by the Procuring Entity as a justiýcation for a Tenderer's failure to disclose, or failure to provide 
required information on its ownership and control. 

19.6 The Tenderer shall provide further documentary proof, information or authorizations that the 
Procuring Entity may request in relation to ownership and control which information on any changes 
to the information which was provided by the tenderer under ITT 6.3. The obligations to require this 
information shall continue for the duration of the procurement process and contract performance and 
after completion of the contract, if any change to the information previously provided may reveal a 
conþict of interest in relation to the award or management of the contract. 

19.7 All information provided by the tenderer pursuant to these requirements must be complete, current 
and accurate as at the date of provision to the Procuring Entity. In submitting the information required 
pursuant to these requirements, the Tenderer shall warrant that the information submitted is complete, 
current and accurate as at the date of submission to the Procuring Entity. 

19.8 If a tenderer fails to submit the information required by these requirements, its tender will be 
rejected. Similarly, if the Procuring Entity is unable, after taking reasonable steps, to verify to a 
reasonable degree the information submitted by a tenderer pursuant to these requirements, then the 
tender will be rejected. 

19.9 If information submitted by a tenderer pursuant to these requirements, or obtained by the Procuring 
Entity (whether through its own enquiries, through notiýcation by the public or otherwise), shows any 

conþict of interest which could materially and improperly beneýt the tenderer in relation to the 
procurement or contract management process, then: 
 

i) if  the procurement process is still ongoing, the tenderer will  be disqualiýed from the procurement 
process, 

ii)  if  the contract has been awarded to that tenderer, the contract award will  be set aside, 

iii)  the tenderer will be referred to the relevant law enforcement authorities for investigation of 
whether the tenderer or any other persons have committed any criminal offence. 

19.10 If a tenderer submits information pursuant to these requirements that is incomplete, inaccurate or out-
of-date, or attempts to obstruct the veriýcation process, then the consequences ITT 6.7 will  ensue unless 
the tenderer can show to the reasonable satisfaction of the Procuring Entity that any such act was not 
material, or was due to genuine error which was not attributable to the intentional act, negligence or 
recklessness of the tenderer. 

20. Period of Validity of Tenders 

20.1 Tenders shall remain valid for the Tender Validity period speciýed in the TDS. The Tender Validity 

period starts from the date ýxed for the Tender submission deadline (as prescribed by the Procuring 
Entity in accordance with ITT 24). A Tender valid for a shorter period shall be rejected by the Procuring 
Entity as non-responsive. 

20.2 In exceptional circumstances, prior to the expiration of the Tender validity period, the Procuring 
Entity may request Tenderers to extend the period of validity of their Tenders. The request and the 
responses shall be made in writing. If a Tender Security is requested in accordance with ITT 21.1, it 
shall also be extended for thirty (30) days beyond the deadline of the extended validity period. A 
Tenderer may refuse the request without forfeiting its Tender security. A Tenderer granting the request 
shall not be required or permitted to modify its Tender, except as provided in ITT 20.3. 
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20.3 If the award is delayed by a period exceeding the number of days to be speciýed in the TDS days 
beyond the expiry of the initial tender validity period, the Contract price shall be determined as follows: 

a) in the case of ýxed price contracts, the Contract price shall be the tender price adjusted by the 
factor speciýed in the TDS; 

b) in the case of adjustable price contracts, no adjustment shall be made; or in any case, tender 
evaluation shall be based on the tender price without taking into consideration the applicable 
correction from those indicated above. 

21. Tender Security 

21.1 The Tenderer shall furnish as part of its Tender, either a Tender-Securing Declaration or a Tender 
Security as speciýed in the TDS, in original form and, in the case of a Tender Security, in the amount and 

currency speciýed in the TDS.  A Tender-Securing Declaration shall use the form included in Section IV, 
Tender Forms. 

21.2 If a Tender Security is speciýed pursuant to ITT 19.1, the Tender Security shall be a demand guarantee 
in any of the following forms at the Tenderer's option: 

a) an unconditional Bank Guarantee issued by reputable commercial bank); or 

b) an irrevocable letter of credit; 

c) a Banker's cheque issued by a reputable commercial bank; or 

d) another security speciýed in the TDS, 

21.3 If an unconditional bank guarantee is issued by a bank located outside Kenya, the issuing bank shall 
have a correspondent bank located in Kenya to make it enforceable. The Tender Security shall be valid 
for thirty  (30) days beyond the original validity period of the Tender, or beyond any period of extension 
if requested under ITT 20.2. 

21.4 If a Tender Security or Tender-Securing Declaration is speciýed pursuant to ITT 19.1, any Tender not 
accompanied by a substantially responsive Tender Security or Tender-Securing Declaration shall be 
rejected by the Procuring Entity as non-responsive. 

21.5 If a Tender Security is speciýed pursuant to ITT 21.1, the Tender Security of unsuccessful Tenderers 
shall be returned as promptly as possible upon the successful Tenderer's signing the Contract and 
furnishing the Performance Security and any other documents required in the TDS. The Procuring 
Entity shall also promptly return the tender security to the tenderers where the procurement 
proceedings are terminated, all tenders were determined nonresponsive or a bidder declines to extend 
tender validity period. 

21.6 The Tender Security of the successful Tenderer shall be returned as promptly as possible once the 
successful Tenderer has signed the Contract and furnished the required Performance Security, and 
any other documents required in the TDS. 

21.7 The Tender Security may be forfeited or the Tender-Securing Declaration executed: 

e) if a Tenderer withdraws its Tender during the period of Tender validity speciýed by the 
Tenderer on the Form of Tender, or any extension thereto provided by the Tenderer; or 

f) if  the successful Tenderer fails to: 

i) sign the Contract in accordance with ITT 50; or 

ii)  furnish a Performance Security and if  required in the TDS, and any other documents 
required in the TDS. 

21.8 Where tender securing declaration is executed, the Procuring Entity shall recommend to the PPRA 
that PPRA debars the Tenderer from participating in public procurement as provided in the law. 

21.9 The Tender Security or the Tender-Securing Declaration of a JV shall be in the name of the JV that 
submits the Tender. If the JV has not been legally constituted into a legally enforceable JV at the time 
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of tendering, the Tender Security or the Tender-Securing Declaration shall be in the names of all 
future members as named in the letter of intent referred to in ITT 4.1 and ITT 11.2. 

21.10 A tenderer shall not issue a tender security to guarantee itself. 

22. Format and Signing of Tender 

22.1 The Tenderer shall prepare one original of the documents comprising the Tender as described in ITT 
13 and clearly mark it òORIGINAL.ó Alternative Tenders, if permitted in accordance with ITT 15, shall 
be clearly marked òALTERNATIVE.ó In addition, the Tenderer shall submit copies of the Tender, in the 
number speciýed in the TDS and clearly mark them òCOPY.ó In the event of any discrepancy between 
the original and the copies, the original shall prevail. 

22.2 Tenderers shall mark as òCONFIDENTIALó all information in their Tenders which is conýdential to 

their business. This may include proprietary information, trade secrets, or commercial or ýnancially 
sensitive information. 

22.3 The original and all copies of the Tender shall be typed or written in indelible ink and shall be signed 
by a person duly authorized to sign on behalf of the Tenderer. This authorization shall consist of a 
written conýrmation as speciýed in the TDS and shall be attached to the Tender. The name and 
position held by each person signing the authorization must be typed or printed below the signature. 
All pages of the Tender where entries or amendments have been made shall be signed or initialed by 
the person signing the Tender. 

22.4 In case the Tenderer is a JV, the Tender shall be signed by an authorized representative of the JV on 
behalf of the JV, and to be legally binding on all the members as evidenced by a power of attorney 
signed by their legally authorized representatives. 

22.5 Any inter-lineation, erasures, or overwriting shall be valid only if they are signed or initialed by the 
person signing the Tender. 

D. Submission and Opening of Tenders 

23. Sealing and Marking of Tenders 

23.1 Depending on the sizes or quantities or weight of the tender documents, a tenderer may use an 
envelope, package or container. The Tenderer shall deliver the Tender in a single sealed envelope, or in 
a single sealed package, or in a single sealed container bearing the name and Reference number of the 
Tender, addressed to the Procuring Entity and a warning not to open before the time and date for 
Tender opening date. Within  the single envelope, package or container, the Tenderer shall place the 
following separate, sealed envelopes: 

a) in an envelope or package or container marked òORIGINALó, all documents comprising the 
Tender, as described in ITT 11; and 

b) in an envelope or package or container marked òCOPIESó, all required copies of the Tender; and 

c) if  alternative Tenders are permitted in accordance with ITT 15, and if relevant: 

i) in an envelope or package or container marked òORIGINAL ðALTERNATIVE TENDERó, 
the alternative Tender; and 

ii)  in the envelope or package or container marked òCOPIES- ALTERNATIVE TENDERó, all 
required copies of the alternative Tender. 

The inner envelopes or packages or containers shall: 

a) bear the name and address of the Procuring Entity. 

b) bear the name and address of the Tenderer; and 

c) bear the name and Reference number of the Tender. 
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23.2 If an envelope or package or container is not sealed and marked as required, the Procuring Entity will  
assume no responsibility for the misplacement or premature opening of the Tender. Tenders that are 
misplaced or opened prematurely will  not be accepted. 

24. Deadline for Submission of Tenders 

24.1 Tenders must be received by the Procuring Entity at the address speciýed in the TDS and no later than 

the date and time also speciýed in the TDS. When so speciýed in the TDS, Tenderers shall have the option 
of submitting their Tenders electronically. Tenderers submitting Tenders electronically shall follow the 
electronic Tender submission procedures speciýed in the TDS. 

24.2 The Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of Tenders by 
amending the Tender Documents in accordance with ITT 8, in which case all rights and obligations of 
the Procuring Entity and Tenderers previously subject to the deadline shall thereafter be subject to the 
deadline as extended. 

25. Late Tenders 

25.1 The Procuring Entity shall not consider any Tender that arrives after the deadline for submission of 
tenders, in accordance with ITT 24. Any Tender received by the Procuring Entity after the deadline 
for submission of Tenders shall be declared late, rejected, and returned unopened to the Tenderer. 

26. Withdrawal, Substitution, and Modiýcation of Tenders 

26.1 A Tenderer may withdraw, substitute, or modify its Tender after it has been submitted by sending a 
written notice, duly signed by an authorized representative, and shall include a copy of the authorization 
in accordance with ITT 22.3, (except that withdrawal notices do not require copies). The 
corresponding substitution or modiýcation of the Tender must accompany the respective written notice. 
All notices must be: 

a) prepared and submitted in accordance with ITT 22 and ITT 23 (except that withdrawals notices 
do not require copies), and in addition, the respective envelopes shall be clearly marked 
òWITHDRAWAL,ó òSUBSTITUTION,ó òMODIFICATION;ó and 

b) received by the Procuring Entity prior to the deadline prescribed for submission of Tenders, in 
accordance with ITT 24. 

26.2 Tenders requested to be withdrawn in accordance with ITT 26.1 shall be returned unopened to the 
Tenderers. 

26.3 No Tender may be withdrawn, substituted, or modiýed in the interval between the deadline for 

submission of Tenders and the expiration of the period of Tender validity speciýed by the Tenderer on the 
Form of Tender or any extension thereof. 

27. Tender Opening 

27.1 Except in the cases speciýed in ITT 23 and ITT 26.2, the Procuring Entity shall publicly open and read 

out all Tenders received by the deadline, at the date, time and place speciýed in the TDS, in the presence 

of Tenderers' designated representatives who chooses to attend. Any speciýc electronic Tender opening 
procedures required if electronic Tendering is permitted in accordance with ITT 24.1, shall be as 
speciýed in the TDS. 

27.2 First, envelopes marked òWITHDRAWALó shall be opened and read out and the envelopes with the 
corresponding Tender shall not be opened, but returned to the Tenderer. No Tender withdrawal shall 
be permitted unless the corresponding withdrawal notice contains a valid authorization to request 
the withdrawal and is read out at Tender opening. 

27.3 Next, envelopes marked òSUBSTITUTIONó shall be opened and read out and exchanged with the 
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corresponding Tender being substituted, and the substituted Tender shall not be opened, but returned 
to the Tenderer. No Tender substitution shall be permitted unless the corresponding substitution 
notice contains a valid authorization to request the substitution and is read out at Tender opening. 

27.4 Next, envelopes marked òMODIFICATIONó shall be opened and read out with the corresponding 
Tender. No Tender modiýcation shall be permitted unless the corresponding modiýcation notice 

contains a valid authorization to request the modiýcation and is read out at Tender opening. 

27.5 Next, all remaining envelopes shall be opened one at a time, reading out: the name of the Tenderer 
and whether there is a modiýcation; the total Tender Price, per lot (contract) if applicable, including 
any discounts and alternative Tenders; the presence or absence of a Tender Security or Tender-
Securing Declaration, if required; and any other details as the Procuring Entity may consider 
appropriate. 

27.6 Only Tenders, alternative Tenders and discounts that are opened and read out at Tender opening 
shall be considered further for evaluation. The Form of Tender and pages of the Bills of Quantities are 
to be initialed by the members of the tender opening committee attending the opening. The number 
of representatives of the Procuring Entity to sign shall be speciýed in the TDS. 

27.7 At the Tender Opening, the Procuring Entity shall neither discuss the merits of any Tender nor reject 
any Tender (except for late Tenders, in accordance with ITT 25.1). 

27.8 The Procuring Entity shall prepare minutes of the Tender Opening that shall include, as a minimum: 

a) the name of the Tenderer and whether there is a withdrawal, substitution, or modiýcation; 

b) the Tender Price, per lot (contract) if applicable, including any discounts; 

c) any alternative Tenders; 

d) the presence or absence of a Tender Security, if one was required. 

e) number of pages of each tender document submitted. 

27.9 The Tenderers' representatives who are present shall be requested to sign the minutes. The omission 
of a Tenderer's signature on the minutes shall not invalidate the contents and effect of the minutes. A 
copy of the tender opening register shall be distributed to all Tenderers upon request. 

E. Evaluation and Comparison of Tenders 

28. Conýdentiality 

28.1 Information relating to the evaluation of Tenders and recommendation of contract award shall not 
be disclosed to Tenderers or any other persons not ofýcially concerned with the Tender process until 
information on Intention to Award the Contract is transmitted to all Tenderers in accordance with ITT 
46. 

28.2 Any effort by a Tenderer to inþuence the Procuring Entity in the evaluation of the Tenders or Contract 
award decisions may result in the rejection of its tender. 

28.3 Notwithstanding ITT 28.2, from the time of tender opening to the time of contract award, if a 
tenderer wishes to contact the Procuring Entity on any matter related to the tendering process, it shall 
do so in writing.  

29. Clariýcation of Tenders 

29.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation, and comparison of the tenders, and qualiýcation of the 

tenderers, the Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, ask any tenderer for a clariýcation of its tender, 

given a reasonable time for a response. Any clariýcation submitted by a tenderer that is not in response 
to a request by the Procuring Entity shall not be considered. The Procuring Entity's request for 
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clariýcation and the response shall be in writing. No change, including any voluntary increase or 
decrease, in the prices or substance of the tender shall be sought, offered, or permitted, except to 
conýrm the correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Procuring Entity in the evaluation of the 
tenders, in accordance with ITT 33. 

29.2  If a tenderer does not provide clariýcations of its tender by the date and time set in the Procuring 

Entity's request for clariýcation, its Tender may be rejected. 

30. Deviations, Reservations, and Omissions 

30.1 During the evaluation of tenders, the following deýnitions apply: 

a) òDeviationó is a departure from the requirements speciýed in the tender document; 

b) òReservationó is the setting of limiting conditions or withholding from complete acceptance of 
the requirements speciýed in the tender document; and 

c) òOmissionó is the failure to submit part or all of the information or documentation required in 
the Tender document. 

 
31. Determination of Responsiveness 

31.1 The Procuring Entity's determination of a Tender's responsiveness is to be based on the contents of 
the tender itself, as deýned in ITT 13. 

31.2 A substantially responsive Tender is one that meets the requirements of the Tender document without 
material deviation, reservation, or omission. A material deviation, reservation, or omission is one that, if 
accepted, would: 

a) affect in any substantial way the scope, quality, or performance of the Works speciýed in the 
Contract; or 

b) limit in any substantial way, inconsistent with the tender document, the Procuring Entity's 
rights or the tenderer's obligations under the proposed contract; or 

c) if rectiýed, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other tenderers presenting 
substantially responsive tenders. 

31.3 The Procuring Entity shall examine the technical aspects of the tender submitted in accordance with 
ITT 18, to conýrm that all requirements of Section VII, Works' Requirements have been met without 
any material deviation, reservation or omission. 

31.4 If a tender is not substantially responsive to the requirements of the tender document, it shall be 
rejected by the Procuring Entity and may not subsequently be made responsive by correction of the 
material deviation, reservation, or omission. 

32. Non-material Non-conformities 

32.1 Provided that a tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity may waive any non-
conformities in the tender. 

32.2 Provided that a Tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity may request that the tenderer 
submit the necessary information or documentation, within a reasonable period, to rectify 
nonmaterial non-conformities in the tender related to documentation requirements. Requesting 
information or documentation on such non- conformities shall not be related to any aspect of the 
price of the tender. Failure of the tenderer to comply with the request may result in the rejection of 
its tender. 

32.3 Provided that a tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity shall rectify quantiýable 
nonmaterial non-conformities related to the Tender Price. To this effect, the Tender Price shall be 
adjusted, for comparison purposes only, to reþect the price of a missing or non-conforming item or 
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component in the manner speciýed in the TDS. 

33. Arithmetical Errors 

33.1 The tender sum as submitted and read out during the tender opening shall be absolute and ýnal and 
shall not be the subject of correction, adjustment or amendment in any way by any person or entity. 

33.2 Provided that the Tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity shall handle errors on the 
following basis: 

a) Any error detected if considered a major deviation that affects the substance of the tender, shall 
lead to disqualiýcation of the tender as non-responsive. 

b) Any errors in the submitted tender arising from a miscalculation of unit price, quantity, and 
subtotal and total bid price shall be considered as a major deviation that affects the substance of 
the tender and shall lead to disqualiýcation of the tender as non-responsive. and 

c) if  there is a discrepancy between words and ýgures, the amount in words shall prevail 

33.3 Tenderers shall be notiýed of any error detected in their bid during the notiýcation of a ward. 

34. Currency provisions 

34.1 Tenders will  priced be in Kenya Shillings only. Tenderers quoting in currencies other than in Kenya 
shillings will be determined non-responsive and rejected. 

35. Margin of Preference and Reservations 

35.1 No margin of preference shall be allowed on contracts for small works. 

35.2 Where it is intended to reserve the contract to speciýc groups under Small and Medium Enterprises, or 
enterprise of women, youth and/or persons living with disability, who are appropriately registered as 
such by the authority to be speciýed in the TDS, a procuring entity shall ensure that the invitation to 

tender speciýcally indicates that only businesses/ýrms belonging to those speciýed groups are the only 
ones eligible to tender. Otherwise if no so stated, the invitation will be open to all tenderers. 

36. Nominated Subcontractors 

36.1 Unless otherwise stated in the TDS, the Procuring Entity does not intend to execute any speciýc elements 
of the Works by subcontractors selected in advance by the Procuring Entity. 

36.2 Tenderers may propose subcontracting up to the percentage of total value of contracts or the volume of 
works as speciýed in the TDS. Subcontractors proposed by the Tenderer shall be fully qualiýed for their 
parts of the Works. 

36.3 The subcontractor's qualiýcations shall not be used by the Tenderer to qualify for the Works unless their 
specialized parts of the Works were previously designated by the Procuring Entity in the TDS as can be 
met by subcontractors referred to hereafter as 'Specialized Subcontractors', in which case, the 
qualiýcations of the Specialized Subcontractors proposed by the Tenderer may be added to the 

qualiýcations of the Tenderer. 

37. Evaluation of Tenders 

37.1 The Procuring Entity shall use the criteria and methodologies listed in this ITT and Section III, Evaluation 
and Qualiýcation Criteria. No other evaluation criteria or methodologies shall be permitted. By applying 
the criteria and methodologies the Procuring Entity shall determine the Best Evaluated Tender in 
accordance with ITT 40. 

37.2 To evaluate a Tender, the Procuring Entity shall consider the following: 
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a) price adjustment due to discounts offered in accordance with  ITT 16; 
b) converting the amount resulting from applying (a) and (b) above, if relevant, to a single 

currency in accordance with ITT 39; 
c) price adjustment due to quantiýable nonmaterial non-conformities in accordance with ITT 30.3; 

and 
d) any additional evaluation factors speciýed in the TDS and Section III, Evaluation and 

Qualiýcation Criteria. 

37.3 The estimated effect of the price adjustment provisions of the Conditions of Contract, applied over the 
period of execution of the Contract, shall not be considered in Tender evaluation. 

37.4 In the case of multiple contracts or lots, Tenderers shall be allowed to tender for one or more lots and 
the methodology to determine the lowest evaluated cost of the lot (contract) combinations, including any 

discounts offered in the Form of Tender, is speciýed in Section III, Evaluation and Qualiýcation Criteria. 

38. Comparison of Tenders 

38.1 The Procuring Entity shall compare the evaluated costs of all substantially responsive Tenders 
established in accordance with ITT 38.2 to determine the Tender that has the lowest evaluated cost. 

39. Abnormally Low Tenders 

39.1 An Abnormally Low Tender is one where the Tender price, in combination with other elements of 
the Tender, appears so low that it raises material concerns as to the capability of the Tenderer in 
regards to the Tenderer's ability to perform the Contract for the offered Tender Price or that genuine 
competition between Tenderers is compromised. 

39.2 In the event of identiýcation of a potentially Abnormally Low Tender, the Procuring Entity shall seek 

written clariýcations from the Tenderer, including detailed price analyses of its Tender price in 
relation to the subject matter of the contract, scope, proposed methodology, schedule, allocation of 
risks and responsibilities and any other requirements of the Tender document. 

39.3 After evaluation of the price analyses, in the event that the Procuring Entity determines that the 
Tenderer has failed to demonstrate its capability to perform the Contract for the offered Tender Price, 
the Procuring Entity shall reject the Tender. 

40. Abnormally High Tenders 

40.1 An abnormally high price is one where the tender price, in combination with other constituent 
elements of the Tender, appears unreasonably too high to the extent that the Procuring Entity is 
concerned that it (the Procuring Entity) may not be getting value for money or it may be paying too 
high a price for the contract compared with market prices or that genuine competition between 
Tenderers is compromised. 

40.2 In case of an abnormally high tender price, the Procuring Entity shall make a survey of the market 
prices, check if the estimated cost of the contract is correct and review the Tender Documents to check 
if the speciýcations, scope of work and conditions of contract are contributory to the abnormally high 

tenders. The Procuring Entity may also seek written clariýcation from the tenderer on the reason for 
the high tender price. The Procuring Entity shall proceed as follows: 

i) If the tender price is abnormally high based on wrong estimated cost of the contract, the 
Procuring Entity may accept or not accept the tender depending on the Procuring Entity's budget 
considerations. 

ii)  If speciýcations, scope of work and/or conditions of contract are contributory to the 
abnormally high tender prices, the Procuring Entity shall reject all tenders and may retender 
for the contract based on revised estimates, speciýcations, scope of work and conditions of 
contract, as the case may be. 
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40.3 If the Procuring Entity determines that the Tender Price is abnormally too high because genuine 
competition between tenderers is compromised (often due to collusion, corruption or other 
manipulations), the Procuring Entity shall reject all Tenders and shall institute or cause competent 
Government Agencies to institute an investigation on the cause of the compromise, before retendering. 

41. Unbalanced and/or  Front-Loaded Tenders 

41.1 If in the Procuring Entity's opinion, the Tender that is evaluated as the lowest evaluated price is 
seriously unbalanced and/or front loaded, the Procuring Entity may require the Tenderer to provide 
written clariýcations. Clariýcations may include detailed price analyses to demonstrate the 
consistency of the tender prices with the scope of works, proposed methodology, schedule and any 
other requirements of the Tender document. 

41.2 After the evaluation of the information and detailed price analyses presented by the Tenderer, the 
Procuring Entity may as appropriate: 

a) accept the Tender; or 

b) require that the total amount of the Performance Security be increased at the expense of the 
Tenderer to a level not exceeding a 30% of the Contract Price; or 

c) agree on a payment mode that eliminates the inherent risk of the Procuring Entity paying too 
much for undelivered works; or 

d) reject the Tender, 

42. Qualiýcations of the Tenderer 

42.1 The Procuring Entity shall determine to its satisfaction whether the eligible Tenderer that is selected 
as having submitted the lowest evaluated cost and substantially responsive Tender, meets the 
qualifying criteria speciýed in Section III, Evaluation and Qualiýcation Criteria. 

42.2 The determination shall be based upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the 
Tenderer's qualiýcations submitted by the Tenderer, pursuant to ITT 19. The determination shall not 

take into consideration the qualiýcations of other ýrms such as the Tenderer's subsidiaries, parent 

entities, afýliates, subcontractors (other than Specialized Subcontractors if permitted in the Tender 

document), or any other ýrm(s) different from the Tenderer. 

42.3 An afýrmative determination shall be a prerequisite for award of the Contract to the Tenderer. A 

negative determination shall result in disqualiýcation of the Tender, in which event the Procuring 
Entity shall proceed to the Tenderer who offers a substantially responsive Tender with the next lowest 
evaluated price to make a similar determination of that Tenderer's qualiýcations to perform 
satisfactorily. 

42.4 An Abnormally Low Tender is one where the Tender price, in combination with other elements of 
the Tender, appears so low that it raises material concerns as to the capability of the Tenderer in 
regards to the Tenderer's ability to perform the Contract for the offered Tender Price. 

42.5 In the event of identiýcation of a potentially Abnormally Low Tender, the Procuring Entity shall seek 

written clariýcations from the Tenderer, including detailed price analyses of its Tender price in 
relation to the subject matter of the contract, scope, proposed methodology, schedule, allocation of 
risks and responsibilities and any other requirements of the Tender document. 

42.6 After evaluation of the price analyses, if the Procuring Entity determines that the Tenderer has failed 
to demonstrate its capability to perform the Contract for the offered Tender Price, the Procuring Entity 
shall reject the Tender. 

43. Best Evaluated Tender 

43.1 Having compared the evaluated prices of Tenders, the Procuring Entity shall determine the Best 
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Evaluated Tender. The Best Evaluated Tender is the Tender of the Tenderer that meets the Qualiýcation 
Criteria and whose Tender has been determined to be: 

a) Most responsive to the Tender document; and 

b) the lowest evaluated price. 

44. Procuring Entity's Right to Accept Any Tender, and to Reject Any or All Tenders. 

44.1 The Procuring Entity reserves the right to accept or reject any Tender and to annul the Tender process 
and reject all Tenders at any time prior to Contract Award, without thereby incurring any liability to 
Tenderers. In case of annulment, all Tenderers shall be notiýed with reasons and all Tenders submitted 

and speciýcally, Tender securities, shall be promptly returned to the Tenderers. 

F. Award of Contract 

45. Award Criteria 

45.1 The Procuring Entity shall award the Contract to the successful tenderer whose tender has been 
determined to be the Lowest Evaluated Tender. 

46. Notice of Intention to enter into a Contract 

46.1 Upon award of the contract and Prior to the expiry of the Tender Validity Period the Procuring Entity 
shall issue a Notiýcation of Intention to Enter into a Contract /  Notiýcation of award to all tenderers 
which shall contain, at a minimum, the following information: 

a) the name and address of the Tenderer submitting the successful tender; 

b) the Contract price of the successful tender; 
c) a statement of the reason(s) the tender of the unsuccessful tenderer to whom the letter is 

addressed was unsuccessful, unless the price information in (c) above already reveals the reason; 
d) the expiry date of the Standstill Period; and 
e) instructions on how to request a debrieýng and/or  submit a complaint during the standstill 

period; 

47. Standstill Period 

47.1 The Contract shall not be signed earlier than the expiry of a Standstill Period of 14 days to allow any 
dissatisýed tender to launch a complaint. Where only one Tender is submitted, the Standstill Period 
shall not apply. 

47.2 Where a Standstill Period applies, it shall commence when the Procuring Entity has transmitted to 
each Tenderer the Notiýcation of Intention to Enter into a Contract with the successful Tenderer. 

 

 

48. Debrieýng by the Procuring Entity 

48.1 On receipt of the Procuring Entity's Notiýcation of Intention to Enter into a Contract referred to in 

ITT 46, an unsuccessful tenderer may make a written request to the Procuring Entity for a debrieýng 

on speciýc issues or concerns regarding their tender. The Procuring Entity shall provide the debrieýng 

within ýve days of receipt of the request. 

48.2 Debrieýngs of unsuccessful Tenderers may be done in writing or verbally. The Tenderer shall bear 

its own costs of attending such a debrieýng meeting. 

49. Letter of Award 
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49.1 Prior to the expiry of the Tender Validity Period and upon expiry of the Standstill Period speciýed in 

ITT 42.1, upon addressing a complaint that has been ýled within  the Standstill Period, the Procuring 
Entity shall transmit the Letter of Award to the successful Tenderer. The letter of award shall request the 
successful tenderer to furnish the Performance Security within  21days of the date of the letter. 

50. Signing of Contract 

50.1 Upon the expiry of the fourteen days of the Notiýcation of Intention to enter into contract and upon 
the parties meeting their respective statutory requirements, the Procuring Entity shall send the 
successful Tenderer the Contract Agreement. 

50.2 Within fourteen (14) days of receipt of the Contract Agreement, the successful Tenderer shall sign, 
date, and return it to the Procuring Entity. 

50.3 The written contract shall be entered into within the period speciýed in the notiýcation of award and 
before expiry of the tender validity period 

51. Appointment of Adjudicator 

51.1 The Procuring Entity proposes the person named in the TDS to be appointed as Adjudicator under the 
Contract, at the hourly fee speciýed in the TDS, plus reimbursable expenses. If the Tenderer disagrees 
with this proposal, the Tenderer should so state in his Tender. If, in the Letter of Acceptance, the 
Procuring Entity does not agree on the appointment of the Adjudicator, the Procuring Entity will  request 
the Appointing Authority designated in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) pursuant to Clause 
23.1 of the General Conditions of Contract (GCC), to appoint the Adjudicator. 

52. Performance Security 

52.1 Within  twenty-one (21) days of the receipt of the Letter of Acceptance from the Procuring Entity, the 
successful Tenderer shall furnish the Performance Security and, any other documents required in the 
TDS, in accordance with the General Conditions of Contract, subject to ITT 40.2 (b), using the 
Performance Security and other Forms included in Section X, Contract Forms, or another form 
acceptable to the Procuring Entity. A foreign institution providing a bank guarantee shall have a 
correspondent ýnancial institution located in Kenya, unless the Procuring Entity has agreed in writing  
that a correspondent bank is not required. 

52.2  Failure of the successful Tenderer to submit the above-mentioned Performance Security and other 
documents required in the TDS, or sign the Contract shall constitute sufýcient grounds for the 
annulment of the award and forfeiture of the Tender Security. In that event the Procuring Entity may 
award the Contract to the Tenderer offering the next Best Evaluated Tender. 

52.3 Performance security shall not be required for contracts estimated to cost less than Kenya shillings 
ýve million shillings. 

53. Publication of Procurement Contract 

53.1 Within fourteen days after signing the contract, the Procuring Entity shall publish the awarded 
contract at its notice boards and websites; and on the Website of the Authority. At the minimum, the 
notice shall contain the following information: 

a) name and address of the Procuring Entity; 

b) name and reference number of the contract being awarded, a summary of its scope and the 
selection method used; 

c) the name of the successful Tenderer, the ýnal total contract price, the contract duration. 

d) dates of signature, commencement and completion of contract; 

e) names of all Tenderers that submitted Tenders, and their Tender prices as read out at Tender 
opening. 
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54. Procurement Related Complaints and Administrative Review  

54.1  The procedures for making Procurement-related Complaints are as speciýed in the TDS. 

54.2 A request for administrative review shall be made in the form provided under contract forms. 
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Section II - Tender Data Sheet (TDS) 

The following speciýc data shall complement, supplement, or amend the provisions in the Instructions to 
Tenderers (ITT). Whenever there is a conþict, the provisions herein shall prevail over those in ITT.

1. Purpose 

2. The Government of Kenya's Anti-Corruption and Economic Crime laws and their sanction's policies 
and procedures, Public Procurement and Asset Disposal Act (no. 33 of 2015) and its Regulation, and 
any other Kenya's Acts or Regulations related to Fraud and Corruption, and similar offences, shall 
apply with respect to Public Procurement Processes and Contracts that are governed by the laws of 
Kenya.

124 LAND FOR ALL CAMPS SITES AND FOR THE CONTRACTOR'S OWN PURPOSES, 

INCLUDING TEMPORARY WORKS. 
 
Notwithstanding Clause 124 of the Standard Specification all requirements of land 
for temporary works and construction purposes shall be to the approval of the 
Engineer but the Contractor will make all necessary arrangements with the property 
owners concerned and pay all charges arising therefrom.  On or before completion 
of the Contract, the Contractor shall remove all temporary works and shall restore all 
such land to the condition in which it was immediately prior to the occupation thereof 
as far as is reasonable and practicable.  No separate payment will be made to the 
Contractor on account of these items and the Contractor must make due allowance 
for them in his rates. 

 
Notwithstanding Clause 120 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall be 
required to appoint competent surveyors who will liaise with the Engineer on matters 
related to the demarcation of the existing road reserve, site measurements, removal 
and reinstatement of existing services. 
 

128 STORAGE OF MATERIALS 
 

All materials shall be stored on Site in a manner approved by the Engineer and the 
Contractor shall carefully protect from the weather all work and materials which may 
be affected thereby. 

 
 129  TEST CERTIFICATES 
 

When instructed by the Engineer the Contractor shall submit certificates of test from 
the suppliers of materials and goods required in connection with the works as the 
Engineer may require. 
 
Such certificates shall certify that the materials or goods concerned have been tested 
in accordance with the requirements of the specifications and shall give the results of 
all the tests carried out.  The Contractor shall provide adequate means of identifying 
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the materials and goods delivered to the site with the corresponding certificates. 
 
131 SIGNBOARDS 
 

The Contractor shall provide and erect two (2) publicity signs on the site as directed. 
The Engineer shall, as shown in the Drawings, direct the minimum dimensions and 
thickness of the steel framework and sheet. The framework and sheet shall be 
prepared and painted black, while the ring at the top of the supporting frames shall 
be painted white. The wordings and KURAõs logo shall be printed on backlit sticker 
paper resistant to the effects of weather using reflectorised paint or material approved 
by the Engineer. The sticker shall be placed on both sides of the board. The colours, 
fonts and heights of the letters shall be as indicated on the typical drawings and as 
directed by the Engineer. 
 

132 OFFICE FOR THE RESIDENT ENGINEER, SURVEY EQUIPMENT AND FURNITURE 
 
 132.1 ENGINEERõS REPRESENTATIVE OFFICE 
 

The contractor, when instructed, shall for the duration of the Contract, furnish and 
equip Resident engineerõs office located at the KURAõs Regional offices. The room to 
be occupied by the Engineerõs Representative and its front office shall be provided 
with a floor carpet to be approved by the Engineer. The windows shall be fitted with 
curtains and blinders. 
 
A telephone shall also be provided for the Resident Engineerõs office for his exclusive 
use. All the charges and fees related to the installation and maintenance of the 
telephone shall be deemed to have been included in the rates for providing and 
maintaining the Office. The Contractor will be reimbursed, separately, the cost of 
operating the telephone under appropriate bill item in the BoQ.  
 
The offices shall be provided with day and night watchmen and security lights, the 
cost of which shall be deemed to have been included in the rates for the offices. 
 
The Contractor may be instructed by the Engineer under clause 58 of the General 
Conditions of Contract to make payments of general receipted accounts for such items 
as stationery, stores, furniture and equipment, claims and allowances for supervision 
personnel and any miscellaneous claims or the Engineer may direct the Contractor to 
purchase or pay for the above. The Contractor will, on provision of receipts, be paid 
under appropriate bill items in the BoQ.

The contractor may be directed to pay for stationery, equipment or reagents that are 
foresaid and also pay for servicing and repair of the laboratory equipment being used 
on the project.   
 
The Contractor shall provide, install and maintain in a good state of repair, such 
survey and other equipment as listed for the duration of the contract.  
 
Such equipment shall be of approved manufacture, and shall be made available to the 
Engineer for the Engineerõs exclusive use throughout the Contract, not later than three 
(3) weeks after the Engineerõs order to supply.  All equipment shall be ready to use 
and complete to perform the tests.  The equipment shall revert to the Employer on 
completion of the Contract. 
Any delays to the Contractor or the Contractorõs activities caused by the Engineer 
being unable to perform survey work, field or laboratory tests due to the contractorõs 
failure to supply and/or maintain the said equipment shall be deemed to have been 
caused entirely by the Contractors own actions, and any consequences of such delays 
shall be interpreted as such. 
 
The payment to comply with this requirement is provided in the Bill of Quantities and 
ownership of all equipment paid for as instructed above shall revert to the Employer 
after the completion of the Works. 

 
Failure by the Contractor to provide or maintain the equipment shall make him 
responsible to bear all costs that may be incurred as a result of the Engineerõs   staff 
using alternative means of communication, including delays in supervision and 
approval of Works by the Engineer. 
 

132.3 COMMUNICATION FOR THE ENGINEEER 
(a) Mobile phones 
The Contractor shall provide, connect and maintain mobile phones for the exclusive use by the 

Engineer for the duration of the contract. The Contractor shall include for the cost of 
providing the mobile units complete with charger unit, òhands freeó headset for each unit, 
connection to the network and all service charges applicable all as directed by the Engineer. The 
Contractor shall provide air-time with each mobile phone which shall be paid for under prime cost 
sum allowed for in the bills of quantities. The mobile telephones shall be WAP enabled with e-mail 
capabilities and integrated camera of a minimum of 3.0 mega pixels. Payment for these mobiles and 
associated costs is included in the Bill of Quantities, and ownership of mobile phones will revert to 
the Employer after completion of the Works. 
 
(b) Internet and e-mail services 
Where directed, the contractor shall provide 24 hours terrestrial or wireless internet connectivity 
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with minimum throughput speed of 128kilobytes per second for the exclusive use by the Engineer, 
including all accessories and Terminal Equipment and pay for all associated installation, 
maintenance and usage charges throughout the duration of the contract.  
 
The contractor shall allow for the provision and maintenance of internet connectivity and associated 
costs as per Appendix to item 1.17 of the Bills of Quantities. 
 
137 ATTENDANCE UPON THE ENGINEER AND HIS STAFF 
In addition to the staff stated in Clause 135, the following staff will be provided for the supervision 
of work: 1No. Artisans, 2No. Labourers, 1No. Office assistants, 2No. Lab attendants. Additional 
attendant staff, as required by the Engineer, shall be paid for under Item 01-80-030 of the Bill of 
Quantities. 
 
138 VEHICLES AND DRIVERS FOR THE ENGINEER AND HIS STAFF AND METHOD OF 
PAYMENT 
In addition to provisions of the Clause 138 of the Standard Specification, the Contractor shall when 
instructed, provide and maintain in good working condition for the exclusive use of the Engineer 
and his staff throughout the Contract, the following types and numbers of brand new vehicles or as 
specified. The Engineer shall approve the type of vehicles and confirm the number of each type to 
be provided. The Contractor shall insure the vehicles comprehensively for any licensed drivers and 
shall provide competent drivers during normal working hours and whenever required by the 
Engineer. The cost of provision of the vehicle shall be inclusive of the first 4,000 kilometers travelled 
in any month. 
. 
Should any vehicle supplied not be in roadworthy condition, the Contractor shall provide an 
acceptable equivalent replacement vehicle until such a time as the original vehicle is repaired to the 
satisfaction of the Engineer and returned for use.   
 
 
 (a) Type 1 Vehicles (Double Cabin 4WD Pick up)  

 
         Type 1 Vehicles should be four Wheel Drive (4WD), with power assisted steering, Double 

wishbone independent suspension at front axle and rigid axle with leaf springs at rear, diesel 
propelled engine maximum 2,500 cc. The starting mileage of the vehicles shall not exceed 
60,000km odometer reading. The vehicles should be fitted with other accessories below:  

(a) Spare tyre and wheel jack; 
(b) FM radio and CD player; 
(c) Power Windows; 
(d) Full Air-conditioning; 
(e) Immobilizer and antitheft security system;  
(e) Driver and passenger SRS Airbags; 
(f) Canvas cover over the carrying deck at the back. 

 
        At the end of the contract, all type 1 vehicles shall revert to the Contractor. 

 
(c) Type 2 Vehicles (station wagon/saloon)  
Specifications for Type 2 Vehicles shall be station wagon/saloon vehicles; petrol propelled engine 
maximum 1,800 cc. The starting mileage of the vehicles shall not exceed 60,000km odometer 
reading. shall in addition be fitted with a fibre glass body or similar and two columns of sitting 
benches on the carting deck at the back. 
 
The Contractor shall insure comprehensively the vehicles for any licensed drivers and shall provide 
competent drivers during normal working hours and whenever required by the Engineer. 

 
          At the end of the contract, all type 2 vehicles shall revert to the Contractor. 
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        Payment of vehicle shall be per vehicle month in item 01-80-017/18 of the BOQ. 
 

139 MISCELLANEOUS ACCOUNTS 
 

The Contractor maybe instructed by the Engineer to make payments of general miscellaneous 
accounts for such items as stationary, stores and equipment and miscellaneous supervision personnel 
and claims or the Engineer may direct the Contractor to purchase or pay for the above. The 
Contractor will be paid on a prime cost basis plus a percentage for overheads and profits under 
appropriate items in the Bills of Quantities. 
 
142 ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION 
 
The Contractor shall comply with the Statutory Regulations in force in Kenya regarding 
environmental protection and waste disposal, and shall liaise with the National Environmental 
Management Agency (NEMA). 
 
The Contractor shall ensure so far as is reasonably practicable and to the satisfaction of the Engineer; 
that the impact of the construction on the environment shall be kept to a minimum and that 
appropriate measures are taken to mitigate any adverse effects during the construction.  
 
(a) The Contractor shall exercise care to preserve the natural landscape and shall conduct his 

construction operations so as to prevent any unnecessary destruction, scarring, or defacing 
of the natural surroundings in the vicinity of the work. Except where clearing is required for 
permanent works, all trees, native shrubbery, and vegetation shall be preserved and shall be 
protected from damage by the Contractorõs construction operations and equipment. All 
unnecessary destruction, scarring, damage or defacing resulting from the Contractorõs 
operations shall be repaired, replanted, reseeded or otherwise corrected as directed by the 
Engineer, and at the Contractorõs expense. 
 

(b) The Contractor shall ensure that measures are in place to control soil erosion and water 
pollution, by use of berms, dykes, silt fences, brush barriers, dams, sediment basins, filter 
mats, netting, gravel, mulches, grasses, slope drains, contour banks, and other erosion control 
devices and methods. Temporary erosion control provisions shall be coordinated with 
permanent erosion control features to assure economical, effective and continuous measures 
throughout the period of the works. The Contractorõs attention is drawn to the requirements 
of Clause 502, in that works need to be progressively finished so that permanent vegetation 
can establish quickly to mitigate soil erosion and erosion of drains. 
 

(c) The Contractor shall provide all the labour, equipment, materials, and means required and 
shall carry out proper and efficient measures wherever and as often as necessary to minimise 
the dust nuisance. 
 

(d) The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Kenyan laws, orders and regulations 
concerning the prevention, control and abatement of excessive noise. Blasting, use of 
jackhammers, pile driving, rock crushing, or any other activities producing high-intensity 
impact noise may be performed at night only upon approval of the Engineer. 
 

(e) Immediately after extraction of materials, all borrows pits shall be backfilled to the 
satisfaction of the Engineer. In particular borrow pits near the project road shall be backfilled 
in such a way that no water collects in them. 
 

(f) Spilling of bitumen fuels Oils and other pollutants shall be cleared up. 
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(g) The Contractor's attention is drawn to the requirements of the Standard Specification in 
regard to the environment and in particular to the following clauses: 

Clause 115: Construction Generally 

Clause 116: Protection from Water 

Clause 136: Removal of Camps 

Clause 605: Safety and Public Health Requirements Clause 

Clause 607: Site Clearance and Removal of Topsoil and Overburden 
 

(h) No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to cover costs arising from the 
requirements for this Clause and the Contractor must include these costs in the rates inserted into 
the Bills of Quantities. 

 
 
143 STAFF TRAINING  

 
The Contractor shall allow for training of engineers, technicians and other support staff as 
may be instructed by the Engineer. 
 
The payment of the allowances of such staff shall be made as instructed by the Engineer under 
the relevant provisions in the Bills of Quantities. 
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SECTION 2 -  MATERIALS AND TESTING OF MATERIALS 
 

All materials testing shall be in accordance with Section 2 of the Standard Specifications. 
 

 
SECTION 3 - SETTING OUT & TOLERANCES 

 
301  SETTING OUT 

a) In addition to the provisions of clause 3.01(a) if the traverse points to be used 
for the setting out are close to the existing carriageway and interfere with 
construction works then the Contractor will have to relocate them to a location 
where they will not be disturbed.  The co-ordinates and heights of all traverse 
points so located shall be listed and provided to the Engineer for checking 
and/or approval.  Contractor shall also monument the new centreline every 
200m along straight and all salient points along curves by a pin in the concrete 
beacon before commencement of any works. 

 
 The road reserve boundary posts shall have 12mm diameter steel pins 
embedded in concrete, 200mm long with 25mm exposed to the air, sticking 
out form its top surface.  This pin shall be co-ordinated and heighted and result 
of the same shall be provided to the Engineer for approval.  Cost of these works 
shall be included in the rates as no separate item has been provided. 

 
 Commencement of the works shall not be permitted until this basic survey 
data has been provided and approved by the Engineer for at least 2 Kms of the 
road. 

 
b) Detailed Setting Out 
 
Reference pegs shall be 50mm by 50mm in section 600mm long driven 400mm 
firmly into ground and painted white above the ground. The offset from centre line 
shall be indicated by small nail 20mm to 25mm long with its head driven flush with 
the top of the peg. 

 
Chainages, offset and reference elevation shall be clearly indicated to the sides of the 
peg to the satisfaction of the Engineer. 
 
After cutting of benches and prior to commencement of earthworks or subgrade 
works, Contractor shall take cross-sections again and submit the copy of the same to 
Engineer for agreement.  These cross-sections shall then be used as basis of 
measurement for all subsequent layers, unless otherwise stated. 
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SECTION 4- SITE CLEARANCE AND TOP SOIL STRIPPING 
 
401 SITE CLEARANCE 
 
 Site Clearance shall be carried out as directed by the Engineer. 
 
402 REMOVAL OF TOPSOIL 

  
Topsoil shall include up to 200mm depth of any unsuitable material encountered in 
existing or newly constructed drains, drainage channels, and accesses. 
  

403 REMOVAL OF STRUCTURES, FENCES AND OBSTRUCTIONS 
 
When instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demolish or remove any 
structure and payment for this shall be made on day works basis. 
 
 
SECTION 5 - EARTHWORKS 

 
504 PREPARATION PRIOR TO FORMING EMBANKMENT 
 

Where benching is required for existing pavement to accommodate earthworks 
subgrade or subbase for widening the road, the rate for compaction of existing ground 
shall be deemed to cover this activity. 

 
Excavation in the pavement of the existing road shall be kept dry.  In the event of 
water penetrating the underlying layer, construction of the subsequent layers shall be 
postponed until the underlying layers are dry enough to accommodate the 
construction plant without deforming or otherwise showing distress. 

 
Step construction shall be carried out per layer at the joint where excavating both 
vertically and perpendicular to the direction of the travel.  The step shall be 500mm 
perpendicular to the direction of the travel and 150mm vertical unless otherwise 
instructed by the Engineer. 

 
Special care shall be taken when compacting the new material at the joint ensuring 
that specified density is achieved. 
 

505 CONSTRUCTION OF EMBANKMENTS 

 Only material approved by the Engineer shall be used for fill in embankments. 
Material with high swelling characteristics or high organic matter content and any 
other undesirable material shall not be used, unless specifically directed by the 
Engineer. Unsuitable material shall include: 

(i)  All material containing more than 5% by weight or organic matter 
(such   as topsoil, material from swamps, mud, logs, stumps and other 
perishable material) 

(ii)   All material with a swell of more than 3% (such as black cotton soil) 

   (iii)  All clay of plasticity index exceeding 50. 

(iv) All material having moisture content greater than 105% of optimum 
moisture content (Standard Compaction)
