After cutting of benches and prior to commencement of earthworks or subgrade works,
Contractor shall take crossections again and submit the copy of the same to Engineer
for agreement. These cressctions shall then be used as basis of measurefoeall
subsequent layers, unless otherwise stated.

SECTION4SITE CLEARANCE AND TOP SOIL STRIPPING
SITE CLEARANCE

Site Clearance shall be carried out as directed by the Engineer.
REMOVAL OF TOPSOIL

Topsoil shall include up to 200mm deptbf any unsuitable material encountered in
existing or newly constructed drains, drainage channels, and accesses.

REMOVAL OF STRUCTURES, FENCES AND OBSTRUCTIONS

When instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demolish or remove any structure
and payment for this shall be made on day works basis.

SECTION 5§ EARTHWORKS
PREPARATION PRIOR TO FORMING EMBANKMENT

Where benching is required for existing pavement to accommodate earthworks
subgrade or subbase for widening the road, the ratedompaction of existing ground
shall be deemed to cover this activity.

Excavation in the pavement of the existing road shall be kept dry. In the event of water
penetrating the underlying layer, construction of the subsequent layers shall be
postponed unt the underlying layers are dry enough to accommodate the construction
plant without deforming or otherwise showing distress.

Step construction shall be carried out per layer at the joint where excavating both
vertically and perpendicular to the directioof the travel. The step shall be 500mm
perpendicular to the direction of the travel and 150mm vertical unless otherwise
instructed by the Engineer.

Special care shall be taken when compacting the new material at the joint ensuring that
specified densytis achieved.

CONSTRUCTION OF EMBANKMENTS

Only material approved by the Engineer shall be used for fill in embankments.
Material with high swelling characteristics or high organic matter content and any
other undesirable material shall not be usethless specifically directed by the
Engineer. Unsuitable material shall include:

0] All material containing more than 5% by weight or organic matter (such
as topsoil, material from swamps, mud, logs, stumps and other perishable
material)

(i) All material with a swell of more than 3% (such as black cotton soil)

(i)  All clay of plasticity index exceeding 50.

(iv)  All material having moisture content greater than 105% of optimum
moisture content (Standard Compaction)
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Subgrade: Shall mean upper 300mm of earthworks either insitu or in fill and subgrade
shall be provided for as part of earthwor
The material for subgrade shall have a CBR of not less than 8% measured 4ftiatya

soak in a laboratory mix compacted to a dry density of 100% MDD (AASHTO T99) and

a swell of less than 1%.

Subgrade repair: Where directed by the Engineer, any localized failure in the subgrade
shall be repaired by filling in selected soft, hard ortmal of minimum CBR 30% and
compacted in accordance with clauses in the specifications applying to normal subgrade.

Embankment repair:Where directed by the Engineer, any localized filling in soft, hard
or natural; selected material requirements shall éxecuted in accordance with Clause
505.

508 COMPACTION OF EARTHWORKS

At pipe culverts, all fill above ground level around the culverts shall be compacted to
density of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) up to the level of the top of the pipes or top of the
surround(s), if any and for a width equal to the internal diameter of the pipe on either
side of the pipe(s) or surround(s) as applicable.

At locations adjacent to structures, all fill above ground level upto the underside of the
subgrade shall be compacted to @&y of 105% MDD (AASHTO T.99). In case of fill
around box culverts this should be carried out for the full width of the fill and for a
length bounded by the vertical plane passing through the ends of the wingwalls.

Notwithstanding the provision of clause03 of the standard Specification, Compaction
of subgrade material (i.e. material immediately below formation) in cut areas shall not
be carried out by the contractor in areas where the formation is formed in hard material,
unless specific instructions tihe contrary are issued by the Engineer.

Where improved subgrade material shall be required, this shall be compacted and
finished to the same standards and tolerances as those required for normal subgrade and
clauses in the specifications applying torm@l subgrade shall also apply.

511 BORROW PITS
The first part of the Standard Specification is amended as follows:

Fill material which is required in addition to that provided by excavation shall be
obtained from borrow pits to be located and provideg the Contractor but to the
approval of the Engineer contrary to what has been stated.

517 MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Notwithstanding the provisions of clause 517 of the standard specifications, the rate for
compaction of fill in soft material shall allovior the requirements of clause 508 of the
special specification and no extra payment shall be made for compaction around pipe
culverts (100% MDD AASHTO T.99).

SECTION 6 QUARRIES, BORROW PITS, STOCKPILES AND SPOIL AREAS

GENERAL

Notwithstandng any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification the
Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land for quarries, borrow pits,
stockpiles and spoil areas, except for those areas in road reserves specifically approved
by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of materials
complying with the Standard and Special Specifications, and for the procurement,
Wining, haulage to site of these materials and all costs involved therein. Similarly the
contractor will be responsible for the provision and costs involved in providing suitable
areas for stockpiling materials and spoil dumps. Should there be suitable sites for spoil
dumps or stockpiles within the road reserve forming the site of the wdnksGontractor

may utilise these subject to the approval of the Engineer.

No additional payment will be made to the Contractor to cover costs arising from the
requirements for this Clause and the Contractor must include these costs in the rates
inserted irto the Bills of Quantities.

MATERIAL SITES

The information on possible material sites is given for the general guidance of bidders.
Bidders are however advised to conduct their own investigation as the information
contained therein is neitheguaranteed nor warranted

PROVISION OF LAND

Notwithstanding any indications to the contrary in the Standard specification the
Engineer will not make available to the Contractor any land for quarries, borrow pits,
stockpiles and spoil areas, except tbhose areas in road reserves specifically approved
by him.

The contractor will be entirely responsible for locating suitable sources of materials
complying with the Standard and Special Specifications, and for the procurement,
Wining, haulage to site othese materials and all costs involved therein. Similarly the
contractor will be responsible for the provision and costs involved in providing suitable
areas for stockpiling materials and spoil dumps. Should there be suitable sites for spoil
dumps or stockiles within the road reserve forming the site of the works the Contractor
may utilise these subject to the approval of the Engineer.

EXCAVATION OF FOUNDATIONS FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engineer, all excavated surfaces in material other than
hard material, on which foundations fostructures shall be placed, shall be compacted
to 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99) immediately before structures are constructed.

Paragraph 4, last line: Replace "95%" with "100%".
BACKFILLING FOR STRUCTURES

Unless otherwise instructed by the Engineer atkfilling material shall be compacted
to a minimum of 100% MDD (AASHTO T.99).

EXCAVATIONS FOR RIVER TRAINING AND NEW WATER COURSES

Payments for river training and establishment of new watercourses shall only be made
where such work constitute perament works. Works done for road deviation or other
temporary works shall not qualify for payment.

STONE PITCHING

Stone pitching to drains, inlets and outlets of culverts to embankments and around
structure shall consist of sound unweathered rockpapved by the Engineer.

The stone as dressed shall be roughly cubical in shape with minimum dimensions of 150
x 150mm for normal thickness of stone pitching.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slope and the
stone laidjnterlocked and rammed into the material to give an even finished surface.

In areas where stone pitching has been damaged, the Contractor shall identify such areas
and notify the Engineer for his agreement of the extent of the Works required and his
approval and instructions to proceed with the Works.  Stone Pitching Repair and
Reconstruction shall be carried out in accordance with Clause 710 of the Standard
Specifications.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged stone pitching and reconstruction of
the said areas in accordance with Clause 710 of the Standard Specifications by use of the
sound salvaged material together with any necessary additional material whesecil
materials shall comply with Section 7 of the Standard Specifications.

Contrary to clause 713 of the standard specifications, the rates inserted for stone pitching
shall allow for grouting.

GABIONS

Where instructed by the Engineer the Contractall install gabions as protection works
to washout areas or bridge Piers and or Abutments. Gabions shall be constructed in
accordance with Clause 711 of the Standard Specification.

| n cases where existing gabions have been damaged, the Contractbidsmify them
and notify the Engineer for his agreement of the extent of the Work required and his
approval and instructions to proceed with the Works.

The Works shall involve removal of the damaged gabions / rocks, excavation to the
correct levels ad grades as directed by the Engineer, and in accordance with Clause 711
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of the Standard Specifications and reconstruction with new gabions and other necessary
materials as necessary. The damaged gabions shall be recovered and transported to the
nearessKUR6S Yard or M. O. R &P. W Department d

712 RIRRAP PROTECTION WORK

Quarry waste or similar approved material shall be used to backfill scoured and eroded
side, outfall and cutoff drain. The material shall be compacted to form a flat or curved
surface preparatory to stone [pitching of drainage channels, existing and new scour
checks as directed by the Engineer.

The surface to receive the pitching shall be compacted and trimmed to slope and the
stone hand laid, interlocked and rammed into the materialgive an even finished
surface. The interstices of the Pitching shall be rammed with insitu material. The insitu
material immediately behind the pitching shall be compacted to minimum density of
100% MDD compaction (AASHTO T.99)

714 BACKFILL BELOW STRIRURES

Where instructed this shall be carried out in compliance with the requirements of Clause
507 and 804 of the Standard Specification.

SECTION 8 CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS
SCOPE OF SECTION

The operations specified in this section applthe installation of drainage works and
reinstatement and improvement of the same.

In addition, this Section covers:

- Extending of existing 450mm, 600mm and 900mm diameter pipes to be
compatible with the increased road width or access.

- Desilting andcleaning of existing pipes and outfall drains to make them free
flowing.

EXCAVATION FOR CULVERTS AND DRAINAGE WORKS
In the Standard Specifications, make the following amendments:

(a) In paragraph 6, line 3, and in paragraph 7, line 5 and in paragrapf, line 6,
delete "95%" and insert "100%".

(b) Removal of Existing Pipe Culverts

Where instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall excavate and remove all
existing blocked or collapsed culvert pipes of 450mm, 600mm and 900mm
diameter including concree surround, bedding, inlet and outlet structure.

The void left after removal of culvert pipes shall be widened as necessary to
accommodate new concrete bedding, pipe and haunching.

The payment of this work shall be per linear mewé pipes removed, and the
volume in n® of inlet/outlet structure removed. The void left by removal of these
pipes shall be carefully preserved in order to accommodate replacement of
450mm, 600mm or 900mm diameter pipe culverts as shall be directed by the
Engineer.

(c) Removal of Other Existing Drainage Structures
When instructed by the Engineer, the Contractor shall demolish or remove any
other structure and payment for this shall be made on day work basis.

(d) Excavation for Culverts and Drainage Works
The Contactor shall carry out all excavations for new culverts and drainage
works to the lines, levels, inclinations, and dimensions shown on the drawings or
as instructed by the Engineer.

EXCAVATION IN HARD MATERIAL

In the Standard Specifications, Salauses 805(a) and 805 (b) delete "95%" and insert
"100%".

In sub-clause 809(a), paragraph 1, line 1, substitute "95%" with "100%".

In sub-clause 809(c), paragraph 2, line 4, between the words "compacted" and "and
shaped" insert the words "to 100% MDD (AASHT.99)".

Hard material is material that can be excavated only after blasting with explosives or
barring and wedging or the use of a mechanical breaker fitted with a rock point in good
condition and operated correctly. Boulders of more than 032racurring in soft material
shall be classified as hard material.
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
