2. Fraudand Corruption

2.2 The Procuring Entity requirescompliancewith the provisionsof the CompetitionAct

2.3Unfair Competitive Advantage Fairness and transparency in the tender process
require that theyrms ortheir Afyliates competing for a speggi assignment do not
derive a competitive advantage from havipgovided consultingservicegelatedto this
tender.

Only the
technical alternatives, if any, of the Tenderer with the Winning Tender conforming to
the basic technical requirements shall be considergdtite Procuring EntityWhen
specyed in theTDS Tenderers are permitted to submit alternative technical solutions for
specyed parts of the Works, and such parts will be idgmtd in the TDS as will the
method for their evaluating, and described 8ection VII, Works' Requirements.

16. TenderPricesandDiscounts

16.1 Thepricesanddiscounts(including any price reduction) quotedby the Tendererin the
Formof Tenderandin the Bill of Quantitiesshall conformto the requirementsspecyed
below.

16.2 The Tenderer shaflll in rates and prices for all items of the Works described in the Bill
of Quantities. Items against which no rate or price is entered by the Tenderer shall be
deemed covered by the rates for other items in the Bill of Quantities ahdhetibe paid
for separately by the Procuring Entity. An item not listed in the priced Bill of Quantities
shall be assumed to be not included in the Tender, and provided that the Tender is
determined substantially responsive notwithstanding this omissiba,average price of
the item quoted by substantially responsive Tenderers will be added to the Tender price
and the equivalent total cost of the Tender so determined will be used for price
comparison.

16.3 The price to be quoted in the Form of Tender, in adeace with ITT 14.1, shall be the
total price of the Tender, including any discounts offered.

16.4 The Tenderer shall quote any discounts and the methodology for their application in
the Form of Tender, in accordance with ITT 14.1.

16.5 It will be specyed in theTDSif the rates and prices quoted by the Tenderer are or are
not subject to adjustment durintpe performanceof the Contractin accordancevith the
provisionsof the Conditionsof Contract,exceptin caseswvhere the contractis subjectto
puctuationsand adjustmentsnot yxed price. In sucha casethe Tenderer shalfurnish
the indices and weightings for the price adjustmentformulae in the Scheduleof
AdjustmentData andheProcuringEntitymayrequirethe Tendereto justify itsproposed
indicesandweightings.

16.6 Where tenders are being invited for individual lots (contracts)or for any combination
of lots (packages), tenderers wishing to offer discounts for the award of more than one
Contract shall specify in their Tender the price reductions applicable to eackaups; or
alternatively, to individual Contracts within thpackage. Discountshall be submitted in
accordance with ITT 16.4, provided the Tenders for all lots (contracts) are opened at the
same time.

16.7 All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the &@mor under the Contract, or for
any other cause, as of the date 30 days prior to the deadline for submission of Tenders,
shall be included in the rates and prices and the total Tender Price submitted by the
Tenderer.

19. DocumentgEstablishindheEligibility andQualiycationsofthe Tenderer

19.1 Tenderers shall complete the FormTender,included in SectiorlV, TenderForms, to
establish Tenderer's eligibility accordancevith ITT4.

19.2 In accordancewith Sectionlll, Evaluationand Qualiycation Criteria, to establishits
qualiycations to perform the Contractthe Tenderer shall provide the information
requestedn the correspondingnformation sheetsncluded inSectiorlV, Tendeorms.

19.3 Amarginof preferencewill notbeallowed.Preferencandreservationsill beallowed,
individually or in joint ventures Applying for eligibility for Preferenceand reservations
shall supply all information required to satisfy thecriteria for eligibility specyed in
accordancevith ITT33.1.

19.4 Tenderersshall be askedto provide, as part of the data for qualiycation, such
information, including detailsof ownership,asshallberequiredto determinewhether,
accordingtotheclassycationestablishedbythe Procuring Entity,a contractor or group of
c ont r guallyesfosadmargin of preference. Further the information will enable the
Procuring Entity identify any actual or potential cpict of interest in relation to the
procurement and/or contract management processes, or a possibility of collusion
between énderers, and thereby help to prevearty corrupt inpuencein relationto the
procurementproces®r contractmanagement.

19.5 The purpose of the information described in ITT 19.4 above overrides any claims to
conydentiality which a tenderer may have. There cha no circumstances in which it
would be justyed for a tenderer to keep information relating to its ownership and control
conydential where it is tendering to undertake public sector work and receive public
sector funds. Thus, cgulentiality will not be accepted by the Procuring Entity as a
justiycationfor a Tenderer'sailure to discloseopr failure to providerequiredinformation
onits ownershipand control.

19.6 The Tenderer shall provide further documentary proof, information or authorizations
that the Procuring Entity may request in relation to ownership and control which
information on any changes to the information which was provided by the tenderer under
ITT 6.3. The obligations to require this information shall continue for the duration of the
procurement process and contract performance and after completion of the contract, if
any change to the information previously provided may reveal afgohof interest in
relation to the award or management of the contract.

19.7 All information provided by the tenérer pursuant to these requirements must be
complete, current and accurate as at the date of provision to the Procuring Entity. In
submitting the information required pursuant to these requirements, the Tenderer shall
warrant that the information submitteds complete, current and accurate as at the date
of submission to the Procuring Entity.

29.1 To assist in theexamination, evaluation, and comparison of the tenders, and
gualiycation of the tenderers, the Procuring Entity may, at its discretion, ask any tenderer
for a clariycation of its tender, given a reasonable time for a response. Anyjycktion
submitted bya tenderer that is not in response to a request by the Procuring Entity shall
not be considered. The Procuring Entity's request for gtaiion and the response shall
be in writing. No change, including any voluntary increase or decrease, in the prices o
substance of the tender shall be sougbffered, or permitted, except to cgmm the
correction of arithmetic errors discovered by the Procuring Entity in the evaluation of
the tenders, in accordance with ITT 33.

29.2 If a tenderer does not provide clggatons of its tender by the date and time set in the
Procuring Entity's request for clgrcation, its Tender may be rejected.

30. DeviationsReservationgndOmissions

30.1 During theevaluationof tendersthefollowing deynitionsapply:

31. Determinationof Responsiveness
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31.1 The Procuring Entity's determination of a Tender's responsiveness is to be based on the
contents of the tender itself, asydeed in ITT 13.

31.2 A substantiallyresponsive Tender is one that meets the requirements of the Tender
document without material deviatiorreservation,or omission. A material deviation,
reservationpr omissiorisonethat, if acceptedwould:

a) affectin any substantialway the scope,quality, or performanceof the Works
specyedin theContract;or

b)  limitin any substantialvay,inconsistent with the tender document, the Procuring
Entity's rights or the tendererbligationsundertheproposedtontract;or

c) if rectiyed, would unfairly affect the competitive position of other tenderers
presenting substantially responsitenders.

31.3 The Procuring Entity shall examine the technical aspects of the tender submitted in
accordance with ITT 18, to cgmm that all requirements of Section VII, Wask
Requirements have been met without any material deviation, reservation or omission.

31.4If a tender is not substantially responsive to the requirements of the tender document,
it shall be rejected by the Procuring Entity and may not subsequently be mautensege
by correction of the material deviation, reservation, or omission.

32. Non-materialnon-conformities

32.1 Provided that a tender is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity may waive any
non-conformities in the tender.

32.2 Provided that a Tender is substelly responsive, the Procuring Entity may request that
the tenderer submit the necessary information or documentation, within a reasonable
period, to rectify nonmaterial norconformities in the tender related to documentation
requirements. Requesting formation or documentation on such nenconformities
shall not be related to any aspect of the price of the tender. Failure of the tenderer to
comply with the request may result in the rejection of its tender.

34. Currencyprovisions
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34.1 Tenderwill pricedbein KenyaShillingsonly. Tenderersjuotingin currenciesotherthan
in Kenyashillingswill be determinedhon-responsivandrejected.

35. Margin of PreferencandReservations
35.1 No margin of preference shall be allowed on contractsdorall works.

35.2 Where it is intended to reserve the contract to syeajroups under Small and Medium
Enterprises, or enterprise of women, youth and/or persons living with disability, who are
appropriately registered as such by the authority to be spegtiinthe TDS a procuring
entity shall ensure that the invitation to tender spgmlly indicates that only
businesseg/rms belonging to those spged groups are the only ones eligible to tender.
Otherwise if no so stated, the invitation will be open to aliderers.

36. NominatedSubcontractors

36.1 Unless otherwise stated in tiEDS the Procuring Entity does not intend to execute any
specyc elements of the Works by subcontractors selected in advance by the Procuring
Entity.

36.2 Tenderers may propose subcontractingtopghe percentage of total value of contracts or
the volume of works as spged in theTDS Subcontractors proposed by the Tenderer shall
be fully qualiyed for their parts of the Works.

36.3 The subcontractor's quaications shall not be used by the Tendererqualify for the
Works unless their specialized parts of the Works were previously designated by the
Procuring Entity in theTDSas can be met by subcontractors referred to hereafter as
'Specialized Subcontractors', in which case, the dualions of the Specialized
Subcontractors proposed by the Tenderer may be added to theygatidins of the
Tenderer.

37. Evaluationof Tenders
