Ad hoc Inspection

The Engineer may carry out aldoc inspections to verify the degree of compliance with the Road
Performance Standards asyehed by the Service Levels. He may do so on his own initiative, at anytime
and anywhere on the roads under the contract. If he detects any road sections where the Service Le
criteria are not met, he is required to notify the Contractor within 24 hours in wrg as the Corrective
Order, to enable the Contractor to take remedial action as soon as possible. The resukbanf ad
inspections may not be used by the Engineer for purposes of correcting the Contractor's monthl
statements or applying penalties, extdpr cases in which the trgfc pow on the road has been
completely interrupted due to the negligence and tardy action by the Contractor.
