Only the
technical alternatives, if any, of the Tenderer with the Winning Tender conforming to
the basic technical requirements dhde considered by the Procuring Entitfwhen
specyed in theTDS Tenderers are permitted to submit alternative technical solutions for
specyed parts of the Works, and such parts will be idgmtd in theTDS as will the
method for their evaluating, andescribed in Section VII, Works' Requirements.

16. TenderPricesandDiscounts
